RUGBY FOOTBALL UNION.

On Saturday evening a acnvention of rugby foot-
ball players was held at Gus Thomas’, King street,
Toronto, for the purpose of establishing a rugby
football union. )

The following clubs were repres@uted :—Britan.
nias, Montreal ; Ottuws, Ottawa; Royal Miiitury
Colivge, Kingston ; Hamilton, Hamilton ; Trinity
College, University College, '[oronto Lacrosse ¥.0.,
and Upper Canada College, Toronte,

On motion of Mr. Stewart, Mr. Gwynne took the
chair, and Mr. O. G. Cawnpbell acted as sdtyetary.

The following constitution was adcpted after some
shight discussion : .

1. The Union shel! be calted the * Canadisn
Rugly Football Uniown.”

2, All olubs in Canada playing the Rugby Union
rules shall be eligible for metnbership, subject ta the
approval of the Committee.

3. The objeot of the Union.is $he encouragement
of Rugby Football in Canada.

4. Each club shall be entitled to-send fwo repye-
sentatives to the annaal general meeting, a tbird ot
the representatives to form a guorum,” .-~-.° ..

5. The ofticers who shall be clected .annually at
the general meeting shall consist of a President,
Vice-President, hon. Secretary-Treasurer, and a
Committee of four.

6. The annual general meeting shall be hgjd in
such place and at such time as the Convantion shall
appoiat. . :

7. Ths entrance fee for each olub shall be §5, snd
the annual gubscription $3, payable in advaner, on
or before the day appointed ior the annual meetiog.

8. Application for membership must be semt to
the hon. seoretary not latsr than one week before
the annual meeting.

9. In the avent of any élub wishing o withdvraw
from the Union notice to that effect must be-sent to
the hon. secretary not later tham one week . befoye
the annual mesting. ae e

10. The by-laws of the Union vhall nct be altered
oxcept at & general meueting, and notica of any
amenpdment or alteration, together with the names
of the proposer and seconder of every such amend.
ment or alteration, shull be given in writing to the
bou. segretary one month before the aunual mest.
ing, and the secretary shall communicate to each
olub in the Union the propossd amendment or al-
teration. o

11, Clubs are pormitted to vote by proxy.- - - -

12. Each club sbull be farnished with & copy of
the by-lsws and laws of the game. o

13. The Commitiee ahall bs empowered o seitle
any dispute that may be referred to the Union.

14. A oopy of the accounts shall bs sent fo each
clab one month before the anunal m .
