NEWS OF THE WEEK.

Victor Emmanuel is prosecuting the siege of
Gueta. where Franas 15, still stands at bay, but
(rom whence 1L was daily expected that he would
take bis flight, sivce it 1800w evident that though
the unequal contest nay be protracted, its fina)
issue cau e no longer doubtful.  Victor Emma-
puel hus been haved King of the Two Sicilies,
and bas shown lis gratitude to Garibald: by
quickiy diswissiug bim, now that bis service.s are
so fonger wunted, and that his proloyged sojourn
at Naples would be but a cause of political emba.r-
rasswent. The hero of the Red shirt has in
fact been thoroughly snubbed, and if we might
be permitled to use 2 wild Oriental metaphor,
we would say that his ¢ nose has beeo put out
of joint.” Guribaldi retires to the Isie of Ca-
prera Lo cuilivate cabbages, and with ample op-
portunities for meditating on the text—‘.‘ put not
your trust m Princes.” Tue Luzzarom'of Na-
ples hiaving wdulged in a demonstration in faﬂ?r
of Garibaldi iiad beeu dispersed by force. This
event would seem to augur ill for the future po-
pularity of Victor Ewmaouel. A report was in
circulution that a conspiracy had beea disco-
vered at Gacta against Francis IL Two officers
and two men bad been shot. The Predmontese
Gazette of the 16th says that ibe Neapolitans,
under General Sabrear, had proposed to Faati
ibe surrender of the Neapolitan troops who re-
maived outside (aeta, consisting of 10 batla-
lions ; but a despatch announces that :wo mer-
chaot steamers, carrying French colors, bad left
Gaeta with troops, supposed for Civita Vecc.hia.

Austria 1s continuing ber military preparations
at Mantua ; ber vigilance has been still further
aroused by the discovery of an attempt to intro-
duce arms into her Hungarian Provinces, by
means ot shps, under British colors.

The Royal Squadron arrived in England on
the 15th inst., after a long and rough passage.—
When within a day’s sail of the coast of Eog-
jand, they were blown off the land by a heavy
gale, from the eastward, og the 6th imst., and
His Royal Highness and suite were reduced to
ship’s provisions, salt and preserved meats, their
stores haning become exbausted. The British
press is unaminous in 11s approbation of the
Prioce’s conduct during his American tour.

The Empress Eugenie had been on a visit to
England, maintaining however strict incogpito ;

it was expected that she would pay a visit to Ire-
jaud. The Bank of Englaad raised its rate of
discount to 6 per cent- on the 15th ipst., the
pullion in its coffers having decreased £582,000
during the previeus week.

The Moniteur reports that the latest reports
from China give reasons to hope that further re-
source to arms will be uonecessary.

of ‘fast yousg men,’ and grey haira are guilty of

acts foul enough to make a nation blusk. Heralds |
of the Oross are:-sent to the remotest corners of the
earth to search-out and to -save, whilat at bome, at
any time, nnd on the shortest notice, any. number of
veritable. heathens may be congregated that would
tax the united efforts of a half-a-dozen Missionaries.”

Then.why not, we ask, concentrate your Mis-
sionary energies upon this mass of putrescent do-
mestic heathenism, instead of frittering them
away in efforts to induce Papists to deny their
fath?  You know, you dare uot, totidem verbis,
deny that the Roman Catholic Church enjoins
n her creeds @/ that any of you assert as neces-
sary to be believed for salvation ; you must admit
that the Roman Catholic if he believes and prac-
tices all that his Church teaches and commands
may be saved ; and you know that the cant
phrases about the “ Man of Sin,” the © mystery
of iniguity,” and the  mystic Bubylon,” as ap-
plied to the Pope, Popery, and the Roman Ca-
tholic Church, are but evangelical commonplaces,
used to round a paragraph at Exeter Hall, but
void of meaning, and defying any close critical
examination. Why then not leave Pypists un-
disturbed until such time at least as you shall
have done something towards converting the
« veritable heathens” of the Protesiant world,
and correcting the abuses of which you give the
following hideous but faithful picture under the
caption “ PROFANE aAND VurLGar LaNGuU-
AGE” :—

« To such & degree has \he prevalence of this vice
attained, that many children are adepts in the prac-
tice before they have reached their teens. The meet-
ing of two or three boys in the streets is the signal
for commencement, and our ears are polluted with
oaths and profanity which make us shudder.

gters we presume wore umpires).’—Montreal Wit-
ness, 5th inst,

Most properly the writer refrains from divulg-
ing the name of the Minister whose son was cne
of the parties to this blaspheming mateh; butaf
the truth were fully made knowa, we would lay a
wager that the worthy man is an uncompromis-
ing foe of Popery, and an earnest supporter of
« Missions to the Romanists,”—so wtent upon
the latter object as to have no time to spare for
the conversion of his hopeful son, his own flesh
and biood. For the same reason, probably, our
modern philanthropists give no heed to the signs
of the times, of which our cotemporary gives the

following as a specimen :—

“ Two young men meet, and he who crowds the
greatest number of oatbs in the shortest sentence is
considered a prewy fair specimen of Young
America.”

And, we may add—a pretty fair specimen of
that class which our “ Cominon Schools,” whe-
ther in Canada or in the Umted Ststes inces-
santly vomit forth upon society. It is to these,
to infidel educatior., that must be attributed the
disregard, the contempt for God and law which
eminently characterize the youth of the present
day. Out of the mouths of babes and suckhngs
these Common Schools bave perfected blas-
pliemny, and bave raised blackguardism almost to
the digmty of a science ; would it not be worth
the while of the Chnstian Misstonary to make
an effort to counteract their influences ?

On one poini then we, for once, find ourselves
completely in accord witt the Montreal Wit-
ness—on a matter of fact, viz—the feactul ex-
tent lo which beastly and profane language ob-
tawns amongst the rising generation. From the
mouths of little children scarce able to lisp a
prayer, you hear proceeding oaths, blasphemies,
and turpitudes at which old convicts in Botany
Bay a few years ago would bave shuddered.—
Like spitting, swearing is almost an American
institution, which the youngest children rapidly
acquire on this Continent. By his powers of
blasphemy, as readily as by his talents for whit-
ting may you recogmse a genuine son of the
American soil ; his oaths and his saliva flow
from his lips with equal facility and with the
same inexbaustible fecundity—and to the Christ-
ian and to the gentleman both are ineffabiy dis-
gusting. Wiy people should begin to spit and
swear earlier in America than in Europe ? why
they should spit and swear more emphatically in
the New World than in the Old ? are questions
which we cannot uadertake to solve. Butif
bard pressed for an hypothesis we should of
course suggest the  Common Schools” as a full
and satisfactory solution of the difficulty in so
far as swearing is concerned.

The Quebec Gazette of the 21st instant, mur-
murs, in a somewhat vague and mysterious man-
ner, about the management of the Schools of
Lower Canada, and the introduction thereinto
of Catholic books of devotion such as * Cate-
chisms” and “ Lives of the Semts.” Our co-
temporary strangely concludes kis lament with
the remark that 1t would be a patriotic act on
the part of our public men to deliver Lower |
Canada from the sectarian influences, or in ather |
words, to establish in this section of the Pro-|
vince, a Protestant or non-Cathelic School sys- :
tem, supported by a compulsory levy upon the
property of Catholic rate-payers.

"Chis shows that it 1s not equality, not relig- |
ous hberty, and Freedom of Education for them-
selves, that certain of our fellow-citizens, heing
Protestants, are aiming at, but that nothg fess °
than Protestant supremacy will content themn. -
In Lower Cavada, Protestants have the full and

perfect right to the enjoyment of such schools as
they can conscientiously avail themselves of,.and
no one grudges them this right, or would seek to
throw impediments in the way of its exercise.—
This, however, is not enough, so long as Catho-
lics enjoy the same privileges, and can educate
their children as they please, and 1o the precepts
of their religion, and it is not any extenston of
the denomational privilege for themselves, but
for 1ts restriction i so far as applied to Catho-
lics, that, through the Quebec Gazette, they
now modestly clamor.

“ Would it not,” asks our cotemporary, “ be
a patriotic act, or purpose, on the part of our
public men, to seek the deliverance of Lower
Canada from all sectarian influences m our Dis-
trict Schools?” o this, as is said to be the
way of Yankees, we reply with another question,
“ Would 1t not be a more patriotic act, or pur-
pose, on the part of our public men,” to leave
the charge of Education there where God Him-
self has placed it, in the hands of the Family,
than to assume to thewmselves functions which
they cannot exercise without a violation of pa-
ternal rights, and mdividualliberty ? In other
words, if Protestants are discontented with the
present system in  Lower Canada, would it not
be more honest and rational on their part to ad-
vocate the application of the * Voluntary Sys-
tem” than to seek to impose upon their fellow-
citizens a system of education to which they are
conscientiously opposed, and to which, please
God, they will never submit without a struggle.
Why should the State meddle in the matter of
education, at all?  State interference with
Schools has never yet profited a people; and
there where commerce and edncation are left free
and unfettered, there where the sound principles
of non-intervention are applied to the School
and to the factory, there will trade best thrive,
and education be best attended to. All we ask
trom the State is liberty, desiring that the same
prectous boon be accorded to all our fellow-citi-
zens. This liberty of education is under the
actual system of Lower Canada, secured to all,
and if any have grounds for complaint against
the administration of the system, they have but to
make their grievance knowa in the proper quarter,
to be assured of full and speedy redress. This sys-
tem then we are willing to maintain and deve-

lop ; but let the Gazerte understand this clear-
ly, that we will not submit to the despotism of
¢ State-Schoolism ;” that to the individual
parent, and not to the public functionary, be-
longs exclusively, and as of divine right, the edu-
cation of the child ; and that if Protestants are
intent upon pulling down the actual existing sys-
tem of education in Lower Canada, the only al-
ternative which we will accept is the ¢ Volun-
tary System.”

THe PRECEDENCE QUESTION.—A series of
political banquets, with which however it falls
not within our province to meddle, have been
and are still being given to Att. Gen. Macdon-
ald, at which the question of * precedence”
amongst Catholic and Protestant ecclesiasti-
cal dignitaries has again been raised. The Glode
cummenting upon those banquets, and their at-
tendant speeches, very naively betrays the real
cause of offence against the Prince of Wales’ ad-
visers ; that cause was, that “ at the Zevee held in
the pro tempore palace, the Kpiscopal Bishops,
and the Roman Catholic Bishops were placed
upon terms of equality.” This is the sore spot
in the Prince’s reception, this the drop of bit-
terness, which tor the last three montbs has
made the cup of existence to be distasteful in the
mouth of Mr. George DBrown and his liberal
friends, the partisans and champions .of religious
equality. Catholic Bishops were treated with
as much deference as was the gentleman whom
the Globe, with its peculiar felicity, styles an
s Topiscopal Bishop.” (We wish that our eru-
dite cotemporary would attempt to describe a
s new iSpiscopal Bishop,” though we fear that
his ideas upon the subject ust be as vague as
those of another celebnity who boasted that he
could formn an idea of * a general Lord Mayor”
z.e. a Lord Mayor divested of s robes, gold
chain, year of office, and all accidents of a Lord
Mayorality.

Confused however as are the (Flodbe’s notions
anent Bisheps, Romish Bishops, Episcopal Bi-
shops and Bishops non-Episcopal, ene stroog de-
finite idea he is possessed with—and that is that
the reception of Catholics and their Clergy by
high official personages with the same ranks of
respect as those accorded to the non-Catholic
clergy, constitutes a valid Protestant grievance,
and a legitimate cause for raising the No-Popery
cry m Upper Canada. What makes the busi-

ness worse too, is that everything connected with
the Prince’s reception of the Catholic Hierarchy
was strictly i accordance with law, and inter-
national treaty ; that the Romish Bishops stood
upon rights guaranteed to themn by the act of
capitulation, and to the maintenance of which
the national faith of Great Brtainis pledged.
But if this be so—and indeed it is so—how and
witli what face can the Globe presume to atlach
blame either to the Prince’s advisers for recog-
nising those legal nghts, or to the Catholic

Hierarchy for modestly and constitutionally as-
serting them ?

nadian Munistry in the premises. We. believe that
in so far as the Jatter are conceraed, their conduct
requires no apology, seeing that the Duke of
Newcastle was sole and supreme judge as to
whom Iis Royal Highness should receive, how
he should receive them, and as to whom he
should refuse to receive or publicly recognise ;
and that consequently the Canadian officials had
no more power or right to interfere betwixt the
Colonial Secretary of the British Empire and the
Prince of Wales, than had poor dear Mr. George
Browa himself—much no doubt as he would have
liked to have been allowed to thrust his counsels
upon the royal party. We say not these things
therefore to exonerate the Ministry from blame,
but to expose the absurdity, or rather wickedness
of the attempts of the Globe to excite a storin
of prejudice against Catholics because of so sim-
ple a matter ; because we desire that all our co-
religiomsts should know that George Brown and
the ¢ Protestant Reformers” are their ¢ natural
enemies” who grudge them that religious
¢ equality” about which they are ever prating ;
and who, to make political capital for themselves,
and to facilitate their entry nto the Eden of
office, are just asready at one moment to sur up
a savage Orange rabble to deeds of violence
against Papists because of some trifling warks of
respect shown to Catholic ecclesiastical digmita-
ries, as at another moment to court their favor by
profuse expressions of hberality and good will.—
It is when they nresent thewmselves under the lat-
ter aspect that they are the most dangerous, and
therefore to be avoided. % Non timeo danaos
nisi dona ferentes.”

The following article on “ Separate Schools,”
feom the Toronto Globe, will show how correctly
the Toronto Freeman has at last judged George
Brown, and condemned him as the enemy of
these institutions. In justice to the Clear Grit
leader, however, we should admit that he bas
never played the part of a hypocrite 1w this
matter ; that he has never disgwised, or attempted
to disguise his hostile intentions, and his design
to deprive his Catbolic supporters of the lust ex-
isting vestige of educational Liberty in Upper
Canada ; and that, consequently, his supporters
amongst Catholics inust have known when extend-
ng to bim their hands, that they were engaging
themselves to co-operate in their own subjuga-
tion, and degradation. Here is what George
Brown through the columns of the Globe says

SEPARATE SCHOOLS.

1t is satisfactory to find among the muititude of
quibbles in Mr. Macdonald's speechs, a clear state-
ment of his position on one important public position.
In regard to Separate Schools be smid in the St.
Lawrence Hall, on Wednesday :—

« Upon thia subject he (Mr. Macdonald) bad stated
his opinion, and whether it was popular or unpopu-
lar he oad not tried to conceslit. The nineteenth
clause of the School Bill, which established Separate
Schools, had not been introduced by himself, but by
an able and great man who was now no more, and
of whoze memory. he would speak with all the rever-
ence his great ability und patriotism demanded. He
rhferred to the late Hon. Robert Baldwin. (Loud
cheers.) That gentleman had introduced the clause,
and when the present Government tuok office they
found it on the statute-book. It was true that it
wight bave been repealed; but it was one thing to
confer rights and anotber to tuke them away. As
far as he (Mr. Macdonald) was concerned, he was
willing and desirous when & maun had a right con-
ferred upon him that the clause should remain.
(Cheers). That be was so willing was simply be-
cause he was s Protestant, (Cheers). While asa
Protestant he would not be willing to have his chil-
dren educated by those whose viows he believed to
be erroneous, he could appreciate the feeling of a
Roman Catholic who was averze to having Ais chil-
dren taught by a Protestunt, whose opiniong he did
concur in. (Cbeers). Therefore it was that e was
in favor of Separute Schools, and therefore it was
that the charge had been made against bim by the
Opposition, who, it must be remembered, hud agreed
througl: their leader, to allow thingas to remain as
they were. (Cbeers),

We necd hardly say to the readersof the Globe
that the last sentence contrins a fulse statement.
The leader of the Opposition has never agreed to al-
low the Separate School quertion to remain in its
present position. We are gratified at the definition
of his own opinions given by Mr. Macdonald. He
has bitherto avoided committing himself on the
great issue of sectarian education. He now takes
broad ground in favor of the clerical system of pub-
lic instruction. Wa commend this fact to the Orange-
mea who have,nceording to the organs, been brought
back to their allezinsnce by the speeches of the ho-
norable gentleman. The Upper Canadian premier,
being 80 tavorable to the Separate School system
will, we presuine, be prepared to carry it outin an
efficient manuer, und next session will probably see
revived the Bill to extend sectnrian education which
wns demanded by the Catholic Bishops some years
ago. Mr. Macdonald's open statement of the opi-
nion he at present holds, is a high bid for Catholic
aupport at next election, but it is not likely that the
clergy will be content with mero words; they must
have deeds, and Mr. Macdonald will, doubtiess, be
willing to gratify them by passing their measure.
With the Legislature at Quebee, his task willbe com-
paratively easy. Tt was at Quebec that Mr. Mac-
donald’s former sssault on the school system of Up-
per Canuda wag plaonned and carried out, undor
the direction of the hisrarchy. A new atiack seems
to be impending.

A Nvut ror THE * GREAT Briton” T0
Crack.—The sneers of the Protestant press at
the « forcign mercenaries’” of the Irish Brizade
have been premature. These may have been
unfortunate, but they did nol disgrace themselves
either as Soldiers, or as Christians. They fought
bravely, and yielded only to overwhelming odds.
+ Far otherwise bas it been with the * foreign
mercenaries” on the other side—with the British
Legion raised in England to recruit the forces of
Garibaldi. These too are now disbanded and
dispersed, not however by the bard fortune of war-
but by their owa bad conduct, which bhas brought

Italian Peninsula. This is the testimony, not of
enemies to the revolutionary cause, but of is
friends of the Neapolitan authorities, aud the
British press—us conveyed m the following sing-
x\'\ﬁcam telegram, forming an itesn of news by
the steamer Palestine :—

 The British Legion at Nuples was dwindling awuy
on account of the disgraceful conduct of its members.’’

"Fhis 1s one of these fucts upon which comment
would be superfluous ; and yet we would add this
that we bave no doubt but that the conduct of
the British Legion, rascally as it has been, was
at the least quite as worthy of respect as was
the cause in which they took arms; and that
when the ¢ Great Briton” feels himsell ¢ {’the
vein” for sneering at the gallant men of the
Pope’s Irish Brigade, he should bear m nund the
character given by its friends to Garibaldi’s
% British Legion.”

Our evangelical cotemporary, the Mountreal
Wiitness, m notcing Mr. Gile’s lectures, re-
marks that his—the lecturer’s—* religlous opin-
ions may be considered objectionable in a public
teacher,” and rebukes as “ unfair” the conduct
of those lecturers on nun-religious subjects who
avail themselves of their opportunities, to insinu-
ate, or promulgate their peculiar religious opin-
ions. In plain English—the Montreal Witness
deems all rgligious opinigns contrary 1o those en
tertained by its editor, and his varrow-minded,
Witerate cfgue, unsound, and challenges a mono-
poly of prosélytisin for its friends.

Why this should be so, we cannot see.  DMr.
Giles, worally and mtellectually s, at the very
lowest, fully equul to the Montreal TWitness and
its friends, at their best ; ite has as good a right
to bis religious opinions, as the former Lave to
their’s, and is fully as well entitled to promul-
gate, and make proselytes io them, as ure the
members of the Erench Canadian Missienary
Society to promulgale and make proselytes to
their very “objectionable™ religlous views
amongst the Cathiolics of Lower Cunada. Mo,
Giles is, it is true, a I'rotestant, and belongs 10
that section of the Protestant body kunown, we
believe, as * Liberal Chrstians,” and which
reckons amongst its members all the most 1Hus-
trious for talent, and scholarship in the ranks of
Protestantism.  'We do not sympathise with bis
religious views, though we look upon them as far
less dishonoring 1o God, and far less repulsive
to the first principles of the moral law, than the
Calvinism of the orthodox Witness; and we
may also say, that, wk ether lis theological opin-
rons, Mr. Giles never brings them forward in an
offensive wanner, as do invariably the friends of
the Witness, in season and out of season j and
that the Catholics who attend Mr. Giles’s lec
tures, runs no risk of being pained by the ob-
scene abuse ol the clergy which passes current
for argument umonygst the patrons of a Garazzi,
and are certain of linving the pleasure of listeuing
to a highly accomplished scholar, and a thorough
gentleman—a pleasure which they would have no
reason to anticipaie fromn atiendance upon the
lectures of those public lecturers, whose * reli-
gious opigions” the editor of the Moutreal
Witness does not cousider * objectionable,” and
whose intelligence is on a level with his owp.—

That
policy is essentially inercenary anil disloyal, and
to sum up all defects in one word, it is essen-
tially Yankee, therefore to be abhorred.
