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HUTCHINSON v. STANDARD BANK OF CANADA.

Tllegal Combination—Action to Set aside Agreement, Conveyance,
and Mortgages—Failure of Proof.

This action was brought by Lillian Maud Hutchinson against
the Standard Bank of Canada and H. T. McMillan for a declar-
ation that certain mortgages and an agreement and conveyance
made by the plaintiff were void and should be delivered up to be
cancelled—the plaintiff alleging that the defendant McMillan
combined with two other persons to obtain the execution of the
instruments by her, she being without independant advice and
incapable of understanding the nature and effect of the instruments.

The action was tried without a jury at Toronto.
