CANADA AND THE NETHERLANDS CONSTITUTING AN AGREE-

TRAVELLERS 0F THE TWO COUNTRIES.

Excellency,
With reference to the conversations whiceh have taken place recently betweefl

offleer8 of this Mission and representatives of your Ministry of Foreign Affairs
regarding the modification of the non-imimigrant visa agreement with the
Netherlands, I have the honour to informi you that the Canadian" Governmerit
is prepared to conichrde with the Government~ of the Netherlands a new agreement
ini the following termis:

(1) Citizens of the Netheriands, who are bona fide non-immigrants coming
to Ca.nada froîn the NetwrrIands and who are in possession of valid

-national passports, will receive from competent Canadian diplomatie or
consular authorities visas, free of charge, valid for an unlimited number
of entries to Canada during a period of twelve months from the date
of issue of such visas.

(2) Canadian citizens, who are bons fide non-ýimmigrants and who are in
possession of valid national pasMports, may, without previously obtainiflg
a Netherlands visa, visit the Nebherlands for periods eaeh not exeeeding
Vhree cousecutive months.

(3) IV is undertood that this modification of entrance requirements dos not
exempt citizens of the Netherlands and Canadian citizens, comm&D
respsctively to Canad 'a and the Netherlands, from the neoeasitY of
complying with the laws and regulations of thxe country concerned
regarding the entry, residence (temporary or permanent) and emploY-
ment or occupation of foreigners, and that persons, who are unable to
satisfy the immigration authorities that they comnply with these 1aws
and regulations, are liable te be refuaed leave to enter or land.

If the Government of the Netherlands is prepared to acvept the foregoin%
provisions, Vhe Canadian Government has the honour to suggest 'that t~he peel
Note snd the reply thereto of the Government of the Netherl1ands éhall eonttiut
an agreement between the two Governments w4hich shall take eff est on the lsV of
January, 1950.
