Further to a request last November by your
‘predecessor, The Honourable Mark MacGuigan,
to undertake a study of the feasibility of
establishing a Canada Foundation for Asia and
the Pacific, I have completed the study and
am now submitting to you my report.

is not only feasible, but necessary at this
time.
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
