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perience on the few occasions when I have
visited vice-regal residence lead me to believe
it is the common thing in such places and
forms, so to speak, part of the position.

Mr. ARTHURS: Not $70,000 for a year.

Mr. POWER: I quite understaxid that $70,-
000 for a year would -be a great deal of money.
-My hon. friend is mistaken. The amount of
$70,000 is not per annum. Let us hope with
this amount the furniture purchased wi-1i be
of sucb a nature that it wiIl last for a con-
siderable number of years. The hon. member
for Rimouski (Sir Eugene Fiset) suggests that
it should last for another century. If it does
-and I have no doubt that is what is in the
mind of the 'Minister of Publie Works-no
doubt a hund*ed years hence those who fol-
low us will be protesting in the sam.e way as
hon. members ure to-night against an ex-
penditure, of such an amount of money as
$70,000 for furniture.

I commend the vote to hon. members, first,
on the ground that we cannot dissociate from
the citadel and from the walls themselves the
quarters of the governors within them, and,
second, that as we are to house the governor,
whether àt be in Quebec or in Ottawa, we
must see to it that the furnishings and the
interior of the building are so, arranged that
be ean receive in s. manner befitting his
dignity and proper to the governor of a coun-
try like ours the distinguished visitors whom
he often has to receive.

Mr. HEAPS: A few moments ago I asked
the minister if he would give the committee
some idea as to the annual upkeep of the
governor general's quarters iu the citadel of
Quebec, what the amount of 8100,000 voted
lust year was spent on in connection witb
makiug the place -habitable for the governor
general, and also what the present item of
1150,000 is -for.

Mr. ELLIOTT: With regard to the prob-
able cost of upkeep in the future, it is quite
impossible f0 give an aocurate estimate. One
can judge only fromn what has happened in
the past. Up to 1871 the imperial goverument
had maintained this structure, but the Cana-
dian goverument took it over in that year.
From 1871 up to about fifteen years ago we
spent money upon it from time to time, but
about then the expenditures practically ceased
From December 2, 1871, up until twelve years
-ago we had expended 4269,929.

Mr. ELLIOTT: It is nearly fifteen years
now. There bas been no expenditure since
the outbreak of the war. My hon. friend the
Solicitor General has stated that the cost of
this whoie structure was in the vicinity of
M4,000,000. That is the best estimate we cau
obtain. It is impossible to consider the gov-
ernor general's quarters apart from the citadel
itself. A point that I think is being lost sight
of by my bon. friends is that this is not an
innovation by any means; it is not a new
formi of expenditure. Until circumstances
during the war made it impossible to continue
the expenditures, these expenditures were al-
ways made, and of course now we bave to
make good the great depreciation that took
place during the years in which the building
was allowed practically to faîl into decay.
That is the position with whicb we are now
confronted. I just want to say, as one cern-
ing from a province other than that in wbich
this expenditure is to, be made, that surely
we are not in the present condition of affairs
going to take a backward step in so far as
providing accommodation of this kind in our
neighbouring province is concerned.

I want for a moment to direct the atten-
tion of the committee to the position in which
we would Eind ourselves if the motion moved
by my hon. frieud were to carry. The money
that we 'have expended has been spent on
building and structural repairs. An addi-
tional amount is required. I think my hon.
friends will agree thett it was made perfectly
clear by me last year that the amýount then
voted was only an estimate, because it was3
impossible to tell at that time what the con-
dition of the building was. As they took up
the floors and certain repairs were made, it
was found that in many cases the condition
was even worse than had been expected, and
that, of course, necessitated larger expendi-
tures. The amount that is now required is
what we are asking for here. The principle
of maintaining a residence for the governor
general at the city of Que'bec was settled last
year.

Some hon. MEMBERS: No.

Mr. ELLIOTIT: Yes, that priciple was ac-
cepted practically uuanîmously by the house
last year.

Some hon. 'MEMBEIRS: No, no.

Mr. ELLIOTT: It was. There was no
vote on it, and the discussion whîch took
place was aIl along that line.

Mr. CHAPLIN: That was up until twelve Mr. FANSHER (Last Mountain): The
years ago? vote last year was just for- repaira.
