*#*JUDGES’ SALARIES

Mr. Knowles:

1. Have representations been made to the Minister
of Justice, at any time since January 1, 1949, by
any judge, group of judges, or association acting on
behalf of judges, requesting salary increases or
changes in pension provisions?

2. If so, from whom have such representations
been received, and under what date or dates?

3. What are the main arguments put forward in
any such representations?

Mr. Garson: Mr. Speaker, having discussed
this question with the hon. member for Win-
nipeg North Centre I think that I should
reply orally as follows:

We have had a number of representations
made to us by individual judges, and by one
group of judges, requesting salary increases
or changes in pension provisions. Several of
the individual judges writing to me have
marked their letters “confidential”, and some
are not so marked. One of the most carefully
considered requests for salary increases has
come from the county and district court
judges of Ontario, who certainly did not mark
their material confidential; and, after dis-
cussing this matter with the hon. gentleman
who asked the question, it was thought that
we should not put in the letters from the
individual judges, but that I should table a
copy of the correspondence which has passed
between the committee representing the
county and district court judges of Ontario
and myself.

This correspondence is lengthy, so I shall
treat the question as an order for a return
and table the return at once.
