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Hon. A. J. MacEachen (Minister of Labour):
Mr. Speaker, shortly after this question was
raised by my hon. friend I was in touch
with the chairman of the board of trustees.
To date I have received no report on any
aspect of the operation of the trusteeship.
I hope within the near future to have a
meeting with Mr. Justice Dryer, and at that
timne I will indicate to him. the interest af
the House of Commons in having a report
before prorogation.

Mr. T. C. Douglas (Burnaby-Coquillam): A
suppiementary question, Mr. Speaker. Could
1 ask the minister whether any order in
council has been passed containing regula-
tions for this board?

Mr. MacEachen: No, Mr. Speaker.

Righ± Hon. J. G. Diefenbaker (Leader of
the Opposition): Mr. Speaker, I should like
ta ask the Minister of Labour whether it is
a fact that the trustees have retained a
public relations firm that is communicating
with ail the Canadian seamen and asking
them personal questions relating ta their
employment, what they do during the off
season, and generaliy requesting very full in-
formation. Upon what basis are such re-
quests made, and for what purpose?

Mr. MacEachen: Mr. Speaker, the gaver-
nor in council has approved an establishment
for the trustees in which is included, as I
understand it, at least one public relations
officer. I have no information whatsoever
with respect toi any questionnaire or activity
of the trusteeship except that 1 did read in
the newspapers a statement made by one of
the trustees that an effort wouid be made
to gather information on the conditions of
life of the seamen involved in the trustee-
ship.

Mr. Diefenbaker: Would the minister table
the questionnaire; because it seems like an
extraordinary procedure for the board of
trustees ta foliow.

Mr. MacEachen: Mr. Speaker, I will be
glad ta bring this matter ta the attention
of the chairman of the board of trustees
and will proceed carefully so that in no way
will I interfere with the responsibilities which
parliament has given directly ta the trus-
tees.

Mr. Diefenbaker: Will the minister answer
whether he will table the questionnaire in
the house, or is he going to take the samne
attitude that the Minister of Agriculture did
a moment ago?

Parliament, when
it passed the Broadcasting Act in 1958, vested
in the board of directors of the Canadian
Broadcasting Corporation control over broad-
casting. Contrai over broadcasting involves
decisions by the corporation, which in my
view it could not possibly delegate to any-
one else, with regard to what shall be broad-
cast and what shall not be broadcast. It does
not seem, ta me, therefore, that it would be
proper for the government ta seek, as a gov-
ernment, to interfere with those decisions
which parliament has decided should be made
by the board of directors.
