UNEMPLOYMENT INSURANCE

REQUEST THAT PRISON INMATES BE ELIGIBLE FOR BENEFITS
UPON DISCHARGE

Mr. Bruce HaU.iday (Oxford): Mr. Speaker, I wish to
direct a question to the Minister of Manpower and Immi-
gration. In view of the fact that amendments to the Unem-
ployment Insurance Act in 1971 have precluded inmates of
provincial and federal penal institutions from, receiving
unemployment insurance benefits upon discharge, which
previously they could dlaim if they had two years of
employment built up prior to incarceration, can the minis-
ter inform the House if he has any plans to amend the act
so that such persons would again be eligible for unemploy-
ment insurance benefits?

Hon. Robert K. Andras (Minister of Manpower and
Imnmigration): Mr. Speaker, that particular anomaly in
the act, which is associated also with people on workman's
compensation, is a matter that is under serious review. I
cannot indicate to the House whether a decision bas or bas
not been made. It is an area about which I f eel strongly. I
think it should be looked at very carefully.
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
