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This completes the work so far azcomplished
in The Sir Arthar Currle Hall, It is hoped that in
time we may be provided with stained glass windows
commemorating the memory.of those who fell in action,
and that Regimental Colours may be deposited by some
of the overseas Battalions in the Hall for safe
keeping., There is no plase in the Dominion wher
the Colours of a Battalion would receive greater
reverence than at The Royal Lilitary College of
Canada; no place vhere they would be so proudly
dlSplaved to visitors and no plage where they would
be in more fitting surroundings,

So far as i€ known, this is the only Hall
in the Dominion which has been dedicated to the
preservation of the achievements of the Canadian Corps
and the perpetuation of their badges and emblems.
besides being privileged to bear the great name of
the Chief of all the Canad_.an Chiefs on the Western
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
