School for Teachers, and for teachers’ diplomas 
not provided for by law or by the regulations of the 
Protestant Committee of the Council of Education ;

( cZ ) To observe and to cause to be observed all 
laws, and all regulations of the Protestant Com­
mittee of the Council of Education touching the 
duties committed to the Central Board of Exam­
iners ;

(e) To report to the Protestant Committee of 
the Council of Education as that body may direct.

CONCERNING THE CLASSIFICATION OF SCHOOLS

62 The Protestant educational institutions of the 
Province are divided into Elementary Schools, Second­
ary Schools, Institutions for Superior Education, and 
Normal Schools for the instruction and training of 
teachers.

63 They are classified as follows:

SUPERIOR EDUCATION

(a) Chartered Universities and incorporated 
Colleges affiliated thereto which are required to 
make an annual statistical report to the Superin­
tendent ;
