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I have no deep quarrel with the protectionist
or high-tariff advocate on the score of the
application of his political and economic prin-
ciples. But there is a matter on which I have
an unappeasable quarrel with him. When he
bolsters up his tariff wall by appeals to racial
hatred he is guilty of a treason to humanity
that cannot be lightly condoned. At the pres-
ent time, when all humanity is crying for
peace, the cultivation of race hatred is espe-
cially criminal. So if it should be found that
the irritation existing between Canada and
the United States is due to the desire of the
supporters of the high tariff, then let us have
free trade “red in tooth and claw.” Tariff
wars lead to blood wars and surely we have
had cnough of them.
