1t Has Been Tried and is Said to Be All
Claimed For It

For some time past O. P. Mason of
Bellaire, O.. has been working on a tricycle
to use on the water, to take the place of
the old-time pleasure boats, His invention
shows that he had the Interest of the
pleasure seekers, as well as the sporting
class of people at heart. i

A test proves the machine grand suc-
cess, and the wonderful ed elghteen
to twenty miles an hour ean’yé de up
stream without exhausting the er to
any extent. This is equal to about twenty-
one or twenty-two miles down stream or on
smooth water. The tricycle I 8o eonstruct-
el that if desired three pe can ride
ut the same time with comfort, and it
will require but little more exertion ou
the part of the one
pelling. Those who afe posted on bicycles
and who witnessed the triar say that it Is
surely a great invention, and one that will
meet wltﬁ great favor among the pleasure-
sceking people who spend their summers
at the many resorts throughout the United
States. The trieyele s constructed of
three balls, thirty Inches in diameter and
made of aluminum. The frame Is diamond
ghaped, and the tread and gear the same
as used on all bicycles, everything work-
ing on ball bearings. The tricycle complete
welghs sixty-tive pounds, and I8 very easily
bhandled. The two rear balls have four-
inch paddles about every five inches apart
around both sides of the balls. and draws
four Inches of water. Mr. Mason is In
receipt of severnl very flattering offers
from - prominent manufacturers, but as yet
bas not determined what he will do, but
rome talk of erecting a factory to manu-
facture the tricycle.

A valve of the
ordinary kind is fitted near one end of
the inner tube, and the first coll occuples
a position In the hollow of the rim. This
part of the tube Is thinner and of smaller
diameter than the other half, which is coll-
ed outside it, and is situated immediately
beneath the tread of the tire. An outes
cover of ordinary character and attachment
is used. The great feature of this tire is
that it Is self-inflating; in other words, by
the operation of rldlufl and the pressure
exerted upon it, there is drawn in through
the valve a sufficient amount of air to keep
the tire up to a normal state of inflation,
even though there may be slight punctures
in it which germlt the air to escape. The
automatic inflating 1s performed as follows:
It the tire is empttg or hasg little air in
it, the weight of thé rider and -machine
compresses the tube, more especially the
bore of the thinner part lying in the rim,
to the end of which the valve it attached.
This part is flattened under the pressure,
.and, as the wheel goes round, the pressure
travels along it, leaving. behind a vacuum
‘nto which the air flows through the valye.
This operation goes on until the tirve is fully
inflated, being remewed at every revolution
of the wheel. The ingress of alr follows
the flattening of the tire, making the infla-
tion of the tire an autematic process.

LICENSE THE RACERS.

Registration of Every Man !'ic Goes on
the Track Being Advoeeated.

Pearings bas a scheme for improving the

ecntrol of racing by issuing licenses and re-
istering every mau who goes on the track.
t says:

The groposition of : Bearings to license
every racing man in the United States is
meeting w! approval, and without doubt
the powers that be wiil pay sdéme heed
to the suggestion. We do not mean that
the Racing Board should follow in the
toctutegs of the N, 'C..U. of England
and subject the racing men to a severe
examination before gruntlnf them Yermls-
sion to race. Our plan would compel eve.
racing man, except a_npovice, to show his
ticket before he would be allowed to start
in a race. The plan is novel and by
adopting it the question of how to sup rt
officials would be selved, 1f the 2.000
(estimated) racing men in this country
were to pay $3 each for a yeatly license,
beml#vs their memberlhl? fees, $6,000 could
be raised. This sum, in addition to the
moneys recelved from sanction fees and
other sources, would yield at least $7.000
with which to pay the salary of the chair-
man of the Racing Board and the salary
and expenses of the officials.on the elr-

riders there is anothcr
benefit to be derived.
fhe Racing Board would have a record of
every racing man, his address, his eclub,
kis age— enough data to trace any man
wanted for any violation of the racing
rujes. Ex-Chairman Raymond's color
scheme could then be carried out, for euch
man would have to register his colors and
the printed list sent to the race meet
promoters so that they could Splace  them
in the programs. th the data that
the Racing Board could furnish the pro-
moters would be enabled to send the entry
blanks to every man in the country, it
they so desired; in fact it would make
the Raclng Board a sort of clearing house.

Judging by the list of prices published
for '97 wheels, that predicted slump has
not arrived. As a matter of fact the ten-
dency seems in the other direction, and
98 may see the cost of first class wheels
higher than ever before, ‘
. **There gre many things which directly
and indirectly keep up 3e high price,”
says.a well known dwl “It must be
reinembered that the prices of rubber and
steel has advanced, that ' high pricés
must be pald for participation in patents
and that skilled mechanics demand higher
wuges. The vital points of a bleyele so
essential  to the easy ruuning of the
machine,.and which are for the most part
among the things not seen, require greater
care than. ever before. It is in this diree-
tion that so many new riders are led astray.
They do not understand the dffference be-
tween a cheap bearing, wherein every-
thing 1s bad, and the exquisitely turned and
haidened bearing of the high class macnine.
It is always to the rider's best lnterest
to get a well bullt and reliable wheel.

“A high but not unreasonable price s
demanded, but the cyclist should remem-
ber that his or her life often depends upon
the reliability of the wheel they ride’’

Numerous petitions for sanctions for the
holding of shows had been applied for by
Chicago eveling clubs, but one and all wiil
be refused. . The dealers fear that If any
sanctions are granted the board will be
flooded Wwith applications, and shows wih
be the fad of the.bhour.

Willlam Martin, the American profes-
sional rider, who is In Australia, has
served a suspension from the race tracks
of several months for violation of the
Australian Union rules, He s now ar-
ranging match races with some of the noted
foreigners in that country.

The town of Greenwich, in Pennsylva.
nia, has a wheelwoman named Ridgeway,
who persists in riding on the village side-
wulk, Mespite the ordinance forbidding
svch conduct. She was arrested, fined
and promptly appealed the case. She has
been summoned a score of times since,
but pald no attention to the notices.

The latest water cycle, and there 2p-
pears to be no end of them, has a pad-
dle wheel behind after the manner ‘of
the old stern wheelers, formerly so com-
mon on inland rivers. The craft Is a pro-
duetion of a Michigan imventor, who says
that it can be propelled at the rate of
ten miles an hour without over-exertion.

A novel law suit against the city of
Jincinnati has been [ustituted by a cy-
clist, The wheelman claims that a fall
which he sustalned from his wheel wus
caused by a careless and too
sprinkling of .the streets by the contrac-
tor employed by the city, and he conse-
quently . deman damages for the Injur-
fes which he  received. The contractor
is made a_co-defendant with the city.

“Kor one of. his size,” remarks a cyclist,
“Jimmie Michael is carrying a heavy re-
sponsibility, At 20 years, 100 lbs. welght,
he-is a .married man, Involved In legal
troubles with his former manager, sum-
moned . for trial before the National
Cyelists Union of England, and threateued
with suspension through the L. A. W. if
he fails to race at Jacksonville. Yet he
carries his load like an Atlas and rests
easily under the welight of it."”

Regarding ‘Bald’s challenge to race any
man in the world. a report comes from Bos-
ton that Tommy Butler is ready to mect
the Bison, The race is to be for the cham-
_plonship of° America and $1000. It is to be
in mile heats. best two out of three, paced
or unpaced. and mav take place at Jackson-
ville. Butler thinks that the experience
which he gained while racing in Europe
last fall will be of special benefit to him in
a contest with Bald.

E. Ed, Spooner of Chicago has a novel
idea for racing men, which might be worth
testing. He advocates the licensing of pro-
fessional riders, and reglstering them, with
numbers and distinctive colors. similar to
the plan recently adopted by the A.A.U.
for governing athletes, Thus he would
have Bald No. 1. a number which he would
retain in his races during the season; Coop-
er would be No. 2, and so on. Spooner
argues that it would be possible to carry
this system up to four figures, which would
cover all the vrofessional riders of any
prominence in the countrv. Race meet pro-

The above clause in Game Warden
Tinsley’'s annual report deserves spe-
cia] attention just now from all hon-
est sportsmen, who realize that there
is room for improvement in the On-
tario game laws which would further
the ends of legislation for game pro-

tection, and really protect.
How does the law, as it now stands,
serve the interests of game protection®
Whereas, not - many years ago vur
feeding grounds were visited annually
by large numbers and varieties of
water fowl, principally ducks, and af-
fording excellent sport, the continual

tics of the market shooters (who, un-
fortunately, are numerous) are resu!t-
ing alike in gradually driving the
ducks from their feeding grounds, so
that it is now impossible for the legi-
Smate, or casual, shooter to make a
ag.

Is it fair, then, for the com-
paratively small quantity of ducks,
etc., that are sold every year by the
pot-hunters, that legitimate shooting
should be spoiled by a law which
makes it necessary for this clags of
people to use all kinds of despicable
means to shoot everything in sight, 01
for any one man to slaughter a larger
number of birds than another, for the
money there is in it?

"Tis true the decrease in our supply

of game birds from former years .can
be traced indirectly to other causes.
The advent of the breach loader, the
cheapness of guns and ammunition, the
disappearance in some localities of
the rice beds, the growth of population
in the more immediate vieinity of
shooting grounds, and encroachments
on the area of marsh lands, all have
their Iindividual effect on our game
supply.
Notwithstanding all this, our fead-
ing grounds are still ample, and (leav-
ing the pot-hunter out) there would he
enough for all, if the Indiscriminaie
slaughter and depletion of our present
small supply could not be traced di-
rectly to the price on every bird.

If the amateur shooter wishes to have
a day’s shooting, he has to adopt the
disreputable tactics of the market
shooter, rendered necessary by the
petty jealousy and selfishness of these
“lords of the preserve.” These inter-
esting individuals are out-all nighr,
shooting before sunrise, and by moon-
light when possible, and end up by
anchoring their decoys any distance
from 100 yards from their “hid-”’
thereby having an advantage over the
man . who. places his decoys within
range, cutting him off completely. This
suggests retaliation, and last fal] the
writer saw several flocks of dz=covi
anchored fully 3 quarter of a mile
from the respective “hides.” This

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method of shooting entails a great
deal of hard work and is entirely un-
necessary as far as duck shooting 18
concerned, but as it adds to the re-
celpts of our mercenary friends, is very
popular. In this race for the dollar
everything, from a 22-calibre rifle to &
four-bore gun (discharging 3 ounces of
shot) is used, and the ducks get the
worst of it, resulting in the present
state of affairs, that duck shooting s
becoming more and more of a tradi-
tion every year.

Game Wardgn Tinsley has proven
himself to be the right man in the
right place, and I trust that he will
not rest satisfied with the good work
already done till he has secured the
endorsation of the Legislature to his
excellent recommendation re the sale
of game. He further states that part-
vidge, quail, etc., have multiplied on
account of their exclusion from the
market for a period. This is a closing
argument, and would suggest similar
legislation on behalf of the water fowl
that are still with us. A measure of
this kind would not only be in the In-
terests of protection, but would also
serve the ends of humanity and
healthy sport, and, for these reasons,
should recommend itself and receive
encouragement from all true sports-
men.
