The price of wheat In Chicago declined 
daring last week l%c for December and 
l%c for May delivery.

Wheat to Antwerp is now quoted lower 
than at any time since Oct. 1.

The Chicago Daily Bulletin estimates the 
area under winter wheat in the United 
States this season 29,000.000 acres. The 
Washington estimate for area harvested in 
1897 was 26,272,000 acres, but claims that 
this la still under revision.
.Minneapolis claims that wheat deliveries 

at country stations had decreased 40 per 
cent, but does not state whether this was 
due to stormy weather or exbaustltm of 
farmers' reserves. The Cincinnati Price 
Current says: “The temper of interior hold­
ers of wheat has evidently somewhat 
strengthened lately.’’

The past season has not been a profitable 
one for the canal boatmen of Buffalo. They 
attribute their season’s losses mainly to the 
fact that, with present facilities, they can­
not compete with other methods of trans­
portation.

The Chicago Daily Bulletin reports: 
“Eastern roads are alj short of cars, from 
1000 to 1500, At the same time rate* are 
the lowest ever known, and It is about as 
cheap to ship gralu ell rail, aa lake and 
rail, to the seaboard. Rates on flour and 
grain range from 9c to 12c per 100 pounds 
from Chicago to New York, and on provis­
ions 15c to 18c. Through rates on grain 
from Chicago to .Liverpool are 17.40c per 
bushel; flour. 24%c to 25c per 100 pounds.
