Mr. Gibson Takes Back Water.

At that time his proposed bill was
all that his fancy painted it—“a thing of
beauty, ete.” He had a gpeedy and rudc
awakening from this blissful dream when
the profession assumed an attitude of hos-
tility. He required backbone to withstand
their onslaught. The proverbial rarity of
this resulted in a collapse and an apology
to the House for a lengthy justification of
an eleventh hour beating a hasty retreat,
11e would, he said, lay before the House the
correspondence he had received from judgeg
and others in connection with the enquiries
he had sent out before drafting the biil
There was opposition in the correspondence
from some to the County Court being given
ircreased jurisdigtigg;as calculated to delay
the operations of the courts. It was im-
possiblé to tlufallibly say where the line
of jurisdiction should be drawn. He con-
sidered the chahged conditions warranted
the enlargement of County Court jurisdic-
tion and that it was perfectly safe as the
County Courts ure mot overloaded with
work, while ‘‘the High Court judges aue
hard workéd men.”

The Bill Mutilated.

In an intricate statement, by which the
bill was more or less strangled. and clear
indications given that in shifting his ground
he would shield himself behind the mass
of correspondence to be produced, he paid
a tribute to the judgeg of the Court  of
Appeals, and expressed the opinion 'that
they were not paid in proportion fto the
importance of their office, They should be
so paid that an appointment should be a
promotion from the point of galary, as well
as dignity. It was a matter worthy the
early attention of the Dominion Parliament.

There was a possibility that this would
be done during the present  ses-
sion of the Dominion Parlinment,
Pending this he proposed to al-
low the elauses in the bill,
caleulated to increase the work of the
Court of Appemss, to stand until something
is done in the direction intimated.

Senator Landry went back to Sir Rich-
ard’s own letter, with the seeming pur-
pose of connecting its import with Cam-
eron’s, but Sir Richard’s answers only took
them over old ground again.

W. T. R. Preston Called.

On the motion of Senator Dandurand, W.
T. R. Preston was called. His examina-
tion was a denial of the essential part of
his interview with Cook, and an admigsion
that on going into Cook's office. he ad-
dressed him as “Mr, Senator.” He ap-
peared on guard all the time, speaking
rapidly, and having to be requested several
times to speak up, No one put a question
ito him after Mr. Ritchie got thru. He de-
nied that there was any object other than
the wish to get rid of Cook's attentions,
in his own letter to Cook in which he said:
“Let me know as goon as you arrive in the
city. I want to see you confidentially’ in
regard to your intimate political interests.’

8. C. Biggs Made a Sensation.

Samuel Clarke Biggs was called on
motion of Senator Lyman Jones. His evi-
derce made a sensation. He admitted the
interview in the Rossin House and its sub-
ject. Again and again he admitted that
Cameron asked for $10,000 from Cook, but
added that Cameron said Cook would have
to take his chances after this proof of his
“loyalty.”

Both Cameron and Sir Oliver Mowat held
Ccok to be ‘‘disloyal” to the party, be-
canse he had not helped the party accord-
ing to his means,

Their Estimates of Cameron,

Biggs used identlcally the same language
when representing the views which Cam-
eron and Mowat held of Cook. Cook and
Biggs agreed in thelr estimate of Cameron.
Biggs said, in regard to Cameron’s request
at the Rossin' Houge for $10,000 from Cook:
“T thought that he (Cameron) might turn
in (fo the party) $1000 and keep the rest.
Cook’s opinion was that he would not turn
in any of it to the party. So I asked him
what guarantee we would have that Cook
would get the senatorship. Cameron said
plainly that he (Cook) would have to take
his chances.

Mr. Marsh: “Did he (Cameron) say: ‘Ob,
hell, what’s $10,000 to a rich man like you;
it you run it will cost as much, and you
may not get in, while if you give it to us
you'll be in the Senate for life’?"

Witness: ‘“No.”
