London, Feb. 19.—The physicians in attendance on Premier 
Clemenceau, according to an exchange Telegraph dispatch from 
Paris, say that the bullet entered the premier's left shoulder and 
has been located in the region of his right shoulder. The bullet 
has not yet been removed. Although the premier coughs a great 
deal, there is no evidence of blood in the respiratory tract.

FROM A STAFF CORRESPONDENT.

Ottawa. Feb. 19.—The mortal re­
mains of Sip Wilfrid Laurier now lie 
surrounded by perfect masses of 
flowers in the drawing-room, where 
he and Lady Laurier were wont to 
entertain their guests. There is no 
end to the flowers which are com­
ing to the capital. They are ar­
riving in carloads at the station and 
being conveyed in the form of 
wreaths. cushions; crosses and 
shields to the home on Laurier ave­
nue.

Expression Is Peaceful.
Sir Wilfrid is dressed in his Wind­

sor uniform, which he had not worn 
for many a day. His order and 
ribbons are on his breast, and the 
impassive face is very peaceful. 
Visitors come and gaze upon it and 
pass out again. Until late last 
night, they came and went—men and 
women in all walks of life, and to­
day they are coming and going.

There is a small mark on Sir Wil­
frid's left forehead. It is now 
learned that on Saturday afternoon 
when in the House of Commons 
death first tapped at the door. Diz­
ziness struck him as he was about 
to leave his office, and he fell, in­
juring his forehead and causing a 
slight abrasion. However, he re­
covered, and took a street car home. 
Later, his physician noticing the 
bruise, asked "What is this?" Sir 
Wilfrid made light of it. His left 
leg was not so strong as his right, 
he said, and he had had a foolish 
fall. But there is little doubt that 
in his own mind that fall was a 
premonition of the end.

The Future State.
At times he and Lady Laurier 

were accustomed to speculate on the 
future state. But recently she 
opened the subject. Sir Wilfrid 
passed it off. “Death.” he said. 
“Why speak of it? If there was life 
before there will he life after."

Lady Laurier is bearing up well. 
She rose and dressed last evening, 
and came down and sat with a few 
intimate friends in the room adjoin­
ing that in which lier husband lay.

] Paris. Feb. 19.—Georges Clemenceau, France's aged but vig­
orous premier, was shot at and slightly wounded this morning 
as he was entering his automobile for a drive.

Five shots were fired by the assassin, and it was at first re­
ported that the premier had been wounded in the head. 11 de­
veloped later, however, that the wounds were in M. Clemenceau’s 
back and shoulder and that lie is not dangerously hurt.

The shooting took place at 8:55 o’clock this morning, as the 
premier was leaving his house in the Rue Franklin to go to the 
war office.

The assassin was an ordinary-looking man, dressed as a work 
man. Five shots were fired, of which one took effect in the pre-
