Toronto needs a reception hospital 
and it needs it right now and, as the 
property commissioner has pointed out 
on several occasions, the old site in 
Trinity grounds is the ideal location, 
so why cannot it be decided once and 
for all to act and act now? Let us 
hope that today will see the finish of 
the dodging, and that instructions will 
be given Mr. Chisholm to proceeo at 
once with the building of an institu­
tion, in place of the Bickford house, 
which is now standing.
