GERMANS GETTING. GASOLIE
FOR SUBMARINES N SPAIN?

Bordeau, Sept. 10—In explanation of'
the activity of German submarines in
the Bay of Biscay, the Petit Gironde’
asserts that a steamer registered at Bil-
bao, Spain, left that port recently with
800 barrels of benzine.
