For the Lawsons,
prominent in the little Texas town,
sent their girl north to develop her
career.

She was talented, both as musician
and actress. Her family had bhigh
hopes of seeing her name blazed forth
over some theatre or concert hall.

But in the six years that she was
here she did not get more than half a
dozen theatrical engagements—none of
which were of more than minor im-
portance.

Her musical training was a bit more
successful. Through her playing she
made many friends—some of whom are,
prominently mentioned in the investi-
gation of her murder.

Her life became a gay one. She
moved into a three-room apartment in
the fashionable “Monastery”—opposite
the Museum of Natural History.

its appeal. The man who cared not
who made a nation’s laws so long as
he wrote its songs would have a more
widespread means of reaching the
heart of the world than he ever had.

So the complaint of the song writ-
ers against the triviality of Tin Pan
Alley is not without foundation. The
composers who sell by the million the
lyric inspirations devoted to bananas,
to “Ain’t We Got Fun” and the
| achievements of Alexander’s ragtime
band are to be taken seriously as a
factor in American life today.

New «York, Feb. 22—The annual
meeting of the Association to Promote
Proper Housing for Girls was held
recently. Mrs. Henry Moskowlitz spoke

on “The Success of the Community
Club Ideal” She pointed out that
while twenty years ago it was the ex-
ceptional girl who went outside of the
home for her career, it is now the

She declared that many girls today
want independent home lives and said
that the community club idea has done
much to give the modern girl this in-
dependence, since it solves the problem
of housing and entertainment for the
woWian who lives apart from her fam-
fly. The community club idea 1s sound,
she said, because it represents the
group ideal, the desire for democracy
and personal responsibility.

Lucille La Verne, now playing in
“Sun Up,” told of the needs of the
young stage girl. She praised the com-
munity club and declared that no girl
needed so much understanding of the
universal mother as the theatre girl
This understanding is now being fur-
nished by the Community Club.

“Because of the late hours the thea-
tre girl must keep she is sometimes
considered an undesirable guest,” said
Miss La Verne. “This attitude was
very serious some years ago, when The
worst rooms in the cheap boarding
houses were given to the struggling
actresses. The few community clubs
that have been started have been
amazingly successful. It shows how
readily the girls will respond to any
effort to improve their condition. Girls
who have once lived In these clubs
cannot be attracted to cabarets, as
they once were, for they prefer the
entertainment and easy sociabjlity the
club affords. The stage girls do not
want charity, but they do long for a
taste of sunshine.” :

A SCHOOL FOR COMEDIANS.

Two actors hitherto unknown to
the metropolitan stage have appeared
lately with success’ of such a decided
nature that they are destined to hold
their places so long as the play-
wrights afford them such ample means
to display their talents, says the New
York Herald. Walter Huston and
Louis John Bartell both come from
the stage of the so-called two a day.
They are, in other words, the product
of vaudeville.

It did not need the rise of these two
players to suggest that the American
theatre today offers no training school
equal to the variety stage. Perhaps
tragedians may not learn in the best
manner there and the opportunity for
the emotional actress may be slight.
But for the lighter fields of drama
variety fully equips its representa-
tives. The two comedians that have
been seen this winter are new evi-
dence of the thoroughness of the
school.

In variety the actor must learn for
himself. He has no famous director to
transform him by a series of rehearsals

into a finished performer. Of course
no director ever made - an actor,
whether man or woman, the same fin-

ished player that time and experience
do. The most they .an accomplish
with raw material is to produce the
semblance of skill, which is in its final
analysis no more than mimetic.

The artist who has already learned
some of the rudiments of theatrical
technic may be helped by the intel'li—
gent control of a stage director. Yet
this important stage figure capnot con-
vert the beginner into the artist, what-
ever opinion on that subject may be
today. The vaudeville player .has no
such vicarlous means of acquiring ex-
perience. He must learn for himself
how to make his points surely and
promptly in the brief time that is al-
lowed to a dramatic act on a variety
programme. He must learn to use the
most effective symbols and thus select
the best. This is to be acquired only
by his experience with his audience.
He is, moreover, before a public that
has come to the theatre to be amused
and proposes to enjoy that pleasure or
know the reason why.

The eminent George M. Cohan l?uu
always praised the field of vaudeville
for its advantages as a means of
learning the comedian’s art. He 1is
| usually correct about matters of the
theatre, and the frequent appearance
of new players from that stage seems
to offer proof that he is right again.
