On arrival at New York they will be
accompanied westward by Mr. Davis, 
former U. S. ambassador in London.

$1,000 AVERTS SEA BURIAL.

Dead Woman’s Husband Grateful to 
Passenger Who Put Up Cash.

New York, July 4.—Putting up $1,000 
in essh in order that the body of a 
woman passenger who died en route

Gardella did not have the money, but 
Parascondola heard of the matter and 
furnished the required amount.
