Amsterdam, March 20—The battle for
control of Essen, home of the immense
Krupp arms and industrial works, last-
ed twenty-four hours before the com-
munists finally won possession of the
city, according to a despatch from
Muenstern to the Telegraaf today. Dur-
ing the battle Essen was shelled by
artillery in possession of the working-
men,

The government of the city is now in
the hands of a “committee of action,”
the message adds.

A Berlin despatch” Friday night esti-
mated that 300 persons were killed in
the “fighting for the possessign of Essen.

Berne, March 20—The situation in the
mining districts of the Rhineland is de-
scribed in advices reaching here today
as still extraordinarily serious. Several
places are in complete control of Spar-
tacans and Communists, their dominance
being secured frequently only after
severe fighting.

In Esseg alone the number of dead
is estimated at 300 (this is the figure
also given in despatches from other
sources.) In Cassel, seventeen dead and
sixty-four wounded are reported, and
in Nuremberg twenty-three dead and
sixty wounded.

Reports from Stuttgart state that
Gustav Noske, the minister of defence,
has withdrawn his resigntion in conse-
quence. of a declaration of confidence in
him by the majority Socialists.

(This report conforms with advices
received by the Havas Agency in Paris.)

London, March 20—It was announced

London, March 20—Two thousand
persons have been killed to date in the
fighting incident to the German revolu-
tionary movement and disturbances of
the last week, it is estimated in Berlin,
according to the Exchange Telegraph
Company correspondent in that city.

London, March "20—There are many
indications, according to a despatch from
Cologne today, that the Allies are pre-
paring to advance their concentration
of troops at Straasbourg and Metz fur-
ther into Germany if that country does
not quiet down soon, the Exchange
Telegraph correspondent at Amsterdam
reports.

Brussels, March 20—(Havas)—The
capture of Essen was effected on Fri-
day by a Spartacan army of about 100,-
000 with seventy-seven guns and an
equipment of armored automobiles, ac-
cording to advices from Aix-le-Chappelle
today. The Spartacans proclaimed a
Soviet republic there.

Many Killed.

London, March 20—Ebert government
troops have bombed public buildings at
Leipsic in an attempt to dislodge German
workers’ forces, and several hundred per-
sons have been killed as a result, says a
Berlin despatch to the Exchange Tele-
graph Company. The message says 100
were killed and 200 wounded in street
fighting in Berlin on Thursday.

Hamburg, March 20—Government
troops in the station here were disarmed
yesterday without bloodshed and sailors
hoisted the white flag over the cruisers
Schwarzburg, Regensburg and Wittles-
bach. Thé captain of the Wittlesbach
committed suicide by shooting.

“Affame With Bolshevism.”

Stuttgart, March 20—The Ruhr dis-
trict is aflame with Bolshevism, accord-
ing to official reports. Essen has been
taken by a Red army and Gen. von Wat-
ter’s loyal troops are awaiting reinforce-
ments. Thuringia is said now to be
under control of government troops.

London, March 20—Communists who
have occupied five stations in the eastern
section of Berlin refuse to permit the
resumption of traffic until their demands
have been met, says a despatch to the
Exchange Telegraph Company filed at
Berlin today.

The truck which has met with most
favorable aproval i a ninety horse pow-
er vehicle, weighing between ten and
eleven tons. It is driven by electric mo-
tors in each wheel, the current being
generated by a gasoline engine on the
vehicle. The ladder, which. is seventy-five
feet - extended, is raised by comp:
air from a tank carried on the chassis
and charged by a motor pump attached./
Each tank has a capé Sufficient to|
rise the ladder g without re-:
charging. . The ¥ " ®guipped with '
automatic as w g regular type of
brakes. The traveling length of the
truck over all is about forty-eight feet'
and it is equippeéd with hand ladders,
life saving apparatus and other equip-
ment. It is so fitted that it can be used
as a water tower when necessary. The
speed of the type recommended for this
city will be about twenty miles per
hour.

The commissioner has not yet decided
on what type of motor chemical he will
recommend.

With regard to the protection of the
sheds and wharves at Sand Point, Mr.
Thornton said that he was taking up the
relative cost of sprinkler system and
fire apparatus, but the details were as yet
not all available.

As he fell they hastily retreated, the
two who had been holding Mrs. Mac-
Gurin joining them at the door, and all
six jumping intg the automobile and rid-
ing swiftly away. Mrs. MacGurin tele-
phoned for a doctor and a priest. The
mayor died a few minutes later, just

! Mayor MacGurin was a Sinn Fein
leader and had taken a prominent part
in the activities of that organization. He |
was interfied after the Easter rebellion |
but later was liberated,

The fire is believed to have started in
the rear of E. I. Peel’s boot and shoe
store on the ground floor, from a cause
as yet unknown.

Twenty-one Democrats quit the presi-
‘dent’s lead and voted for ratification,but
the defection failed by seven votes of
providing the two-thirds requisite to
ratify.

,' The result was regarded everywhere
in the capital as. having put over into
the political campaign for decision the
long and bitter fight between the chief
executive and the senate majority. A
move to reconsider the vote and try
,once more to ratify collapsed in its in-
ception, leaders on both sides agreeing
that further ratification efforts would
be a waste of time as long as the sen-
ate membership remains as it is.

{ Whether the president would return
the treaty to the senate remained unde-
termined, but the Republicans served
ynotice that if he did it would repose for
many weeks to come in a committee
pigeon-hole.

... In the vote of forty-seven to thirty-
'seven by which the senate washed its
hands of the subject and sent the treaty
to the White House the Republican lead-
ers had the support of the mild-reser-
vationists as well as the irreconcilables
of their party, while the Democrats
voted almost solid in -opposition,

The next step planned by the senate
majority is a declaration of a state of
peace to relieve the nation of the war
status which the Democrats maintain
{can be ended only by the treaty’s rati-
fication. g

The roll call on ratification camje four
months, almost to the hour, after the
failure of -the three attempts at ratifi-
cations on Nov., 19, On that occasion
.the greatest strength developed: for rati-
: fication ‘with the Republican reservations
was. forty-one votes, only seven Demo-
crats voting with the ‘Republicans in the
affirmative. The vote against was fifty-
one, made up of thirteen Republicans
and thirty-eight Democrats.
