Not Agreed as to Command.

As in the case with the cup defense
Yachts Resolute, Defiance and Vanitie,
there still' remains much to be done on
Shamrock IV before she sails -for Am-
erica laté this month. Several changes
in rig and ballast have already been
made -and- the experimenting and driid-
ing of the crew, will continue until the!
challenger is put under jury rig for the
long voyage to the cup course. All
this experimenting and improving meets
with the entire approval of.the English
yachting experts, but when it comes to
the crew and the skipper the same can-
fidence and support are lacking. In fact
the command and manning of the yacht
are the subject of much talk and wide
divergence of opinion. The old yachting
hands, while acknowledging that Cap-
tain Burton, who is to command, is
probably- the best racing man ‘in Great
Britain today, do not like the idea of
Captain - Sycamore, with all his experi-
ence of racing- off Sandy Hook, being
entirely eliminated.

This move was doubtless decided up-
on to avoid the friction that occurred in
1908, owing to a sort of dual command.
This year Captain Burton ‘will be in
sole command. He will have as his as-
sisbant, however, Captain Turner,. who
acted in a similar capacity for Burton
in most of the big races' in  English
witers, and recently on Sir Thomas Lip-
ton’s twenty-three metre yacht Sham-
rock in English regattas. Aside from
the-lack of experience in America Cup
races, Some doubt is expressed: among
racing vachtsmen -whether these ¢:two
will get as Tauch out of the crew as
would Captain Sycamore, who is better
known among the men forming the
crew. V7 ;

A yachtsmen who has had experience
with each of the yachts which ~Sir
Thomas ha¥ sent across the Atlantic ex-
presses the opinion that one of the chief
causes of failure in the past has been
the lack of training of the crews of the
Shamrocks, The Americans, he points
out, spend weeks in getting their erews
into training, and hour after hour they
are put through practice of lowering and
raising sails, ‘until orders given by the
captain aré carried out with a quickness
that is @ marvel and surprise to Eng-
lish yachtsmen. While the Americans
are practising, he said, the British crews
take life easy. The result is seen when
the race is on, since quickness in carry-
ing out orders marks the difference be-
tween success and defeat.

That Captain Burton realizes this is
shown by the fact that the Shamrock
{IV men are being drilled harder than
any previous cup challenging crew.
Those who are inclined to be pessimis-
tic, however, contend that the real test
wil come when the amateur skipper of
Shamrock IV endeavors to.arouse the
enthusiasm in the crew necessary to
bring about the utmost speed and harm-
ony among its individual members. They
hold to the opinion that a veteran pro-
fessional like Captain Sycamore can al-
ways get better,results from the men
before the mast than an amateur. Time
alone can solve this problem, which is of
far greater importance than would ap-
pear from surface indications

London, July 4—In all the enthusiasm
of preparation for the great yacht race
for the America’s cup next fall, it has
escaped general notice that a woman
will figure largely in the contest. On
board Sir Thomas Lipton’s challenger,
{ Shamrock IV, will be Mrs. W. P. Bur-

yacht is jockeying for position just be-
fore the start of the race. This is some-
thing which Captain Burton says he
would entrust to no one but his wife.

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HTORY OF HIEH SCAOOL

A Valuable and Interesting Local
Book Just Published

The history of the St. John High
School, which - has been published, is
the result of two years of arduous work
on the part of a committee of the High
School Alumni Asosciation and the pro-
duct of their efforts.is well worthy the
high standards always held by the in-
stitution whose history the book records.

In appearance the volume is all that
could be desired. It is finely printed on
excellent paper, embellished with many
photographie illustrations and bound in
grey cloth with the school monogram in
red letters on the front cover, red and
grey being the school colors.

mar School, which was founded more
than a century ago, the book deals with
the career of the boys’ grammar school
and the girls’ high school which took its
place after the destruction of the old in-
stitution by iR and continues with the
record of the present high school for
both boys and girls, bringing the history
down to the present year.

Owing to the destruction of many
of the records in the big fire and also to
the fact that records of many phases
of the work were not kept in easily ac-
cessible form, thework of the authors in-
volved a great amount of time and labor.
They have been succesful, however, in
presenting a remarkably complete ac-
count of the schools. A complete list of
graduates since 1872 is given and the
names of medal winners goes back to
1881.

In addition to the account of the or-
dinary scheol -work the history deals al-
so with the other activities of the schol-
ars and considerable space is given to
the athletic’ record of the more recent
classes. Biographical sketches of some
of the former masters also form an in-
teresting feature,

Altogether the new work forms a
valuable addition to loca] historical re-
cords and gives, in convenient form,
much information of interest to all cit-
izens and especially to the graduates of
the local high schools. Much of the}
credit for its preparation is due to Miss
Jesise Lawgon, Mrs. Harold Lawrence,
land Miss Alice K. Walker, who have
devoted most of their spare time during
the last two years to the work.
