Belfast, Ireland, Sept. 16—Sir Edward
Carson the leader of the Irish Unionists,
landed in' Ireland today with the ob-
ject of inspecting the- volunteer army
which is being raised in the Province of
Ulster to support the provisional govern-

meént whieh, it is said, is to be brought
into existence in the evént of the Home
Rule for Ireland bill becoming law.

The Ulster army is said to be thor-
oughly organized and already  have at-
tained a strength of about 100,000 men,
which number is expected by its leaders
to be nearly doubled when recruiting
has been completed.

Latest Revelation Regarding Anna Au-
~ muller’s Murderer — His Friend Dr.

New York, Sept. 16—Inspector Fau-
rot, who on Sunday morning last arrest-

ed Father Hans Schmidt, who later con-
fessed to having murderéd Anna Aum-
uller ‘and cut up her body and cast it
piece by piece .into the Hudson River,
early this morning arrived at police
headquarters having:in custody, Dr. E.
Muret, a dentist of 801 St. Nicholas
avenue, and his < housekeeper. Bertha
Zeck. !

Dr. Muret is being held on a technic-
al charge of counterfeiting and the wo-
man was a material witness,

It  is alleged that under the name of
George Miler; Muret hired an apart-
ment on the top floor of 816 West 194
street and that in this apartment were
found plates and pressés and portions of
partially destroyed proofs of $20 gold
notes. The detectives alleged also they
found in Father Sehmidt’s room at St.
James rectory a plate from which coun-
terfeit money had been struck.

Dr. Muret was arrested at his home,
which is in the vicinity of 125 street and
rear St. Josephs church. The dentist
seemed unconcerned when he was taken
into custody.

Dr. Muret is thirty-one years old.
He was born 'in. Chicago but went to
Furope as a boy and studied in the pub-
lic schools of Berlin. He graduated from
a dental college there in 1902-08 and
came to New York in the latter year.

The police say that Father 'Schmidt
was often seen in the. apartments in
West 184 street nad with Dr. Muret.
The agent of the flat 1is also sa to
bave identified Muret as having been in
the apartment with Father Schmidt.
