LIFE IN THE YUKON.

Eantertainlng Address by Rev, John Prin-
gle, Presbyterinn Missionary,

One of the most interesting and instruc-
tive addreeses that has ever been delivered
inour town was listened to by a small audi-
ence in the lecture room of St.Paul’s church
Tuesday night. The speaker was Rev.J. Prin-
gle, Preabyterian missionsary to the Yukon,
whois on a visit to this part of Can-
ada, and thcugh hisaddress lasted for more
than two hours, it was notfin the slightest
degree wearisome, and he held the undivid-
ed sttention of his aadience throughout.
He firet dealt with the country and its cli-
mate, bis description materially changing
the views therecn held by most of his hear-
ers. Hespoke of the climate as an idesl
one for a northern conntry. The summer
montl.s were described as perfectly beauti-
ful, the air being warm and bslmy, the
vegetation luxuriant, and the flors surpass-
ing that of more southerly countries. Roses
bloomed in profusion, as did also many
other varieties of flowers found in this part
of the country, while vegetables of all kinds
are raised in abundance. Duriag the winter
time, though the thermometer registered
sometimee fifty and eixty degrees below
zero, the cold, be said, was not so intense
at might be imagined, and his clothing was
but verv little heavier thau that of the sum-
mer. He wore no overooat, nur did he even
find a fur cap necessary, but one had to be
careful ic exposing sny part of the body to
the sir. He dwelt in a tent the year round
and never suffered from the cold during the
most extreme weather.
