The Haldimand Elsction.

The reverse suffered by the Gov-
ernment party in the Chambly elec-
tion appeared to make them unusual-
ly anxious to square it off in Haldi-
amand, Ontario, which = consticuency
hes been vacant for several months,
It is worth noting that when Sir
John was questioned in Parliament
as to why the writ for Haldimand
was not issued ‘hesaid it would be
unfair to the constituency to bring
on the election before the lists were
prepared under the new tracchise
Act. When, however, he made a
vacancy in Chambly, a short time
atter, by appointing the sitting mem-
ber to office, he brought on that elec-
tion at once. The reasou for thus
holding an election in the one con-
stituency on the old lists and in the
other on the new was apparent, for
Chambly was alceady Conservative
and Mr. Chapleau professed to be
able to run it as he liked in that in-
terest, while Haldimand was liberal
and Sir John wanted time to have
the electoral lists enlarged by the ad-
dition of the Indian voters—who
numbered over one hundred—and
even a larger number of whites who,
it was hoped, would be placed on the
lists by the party managers. Cham-
bly, however, went back’ on its Tory.
record, the result of the contest there
being the first unmistakeable mani-
festation of the turn of the popular
tide against Sir J. ohn’s . administra-
tion, which has been going from bad
to worse, until the people are anxi-
ous to show, at a general election,
how desirous they are to call more
capable and honest men to power.
The Government party argued that
if they could capture Haldimand,
which had been a liberal constituency
since confederation, it would have
the effect before the country of
balancing the Chambly defeat, and
vhey set about the task with the
reckless earnestness cf desperation.
Haldimand is largely Protestant,and
the Government raised the religious
cry. Several Cabinet Ministers and
scores of their prominent supporters
went aclively into the canvass and
Protestant Haldimand was appealed
to in behalf of the
ministration to protest against Cath-
olic Chau.bly, which they asserted,
had been carried for the Liberals on

the oratory and stage effects indulg-
ed in,it may be mentiened that Hon.
Thomas White, Minister of the In.
terior, in an incendiary speech at
Cayuga, unrolled a portrait of Riel
with a rope around his neck, and
sneeringly remarked:—*“This is one
of the new saints of the Roman Cath-
olic Church.” Bribers in the Gov-
ernment interest were in every sec-
tion of the constituency, no less than
four of them being caught in the act
and placed under arvest, showing
that the Liberals were well organ-
ized and their party sharply on the
alert—not only so, but it also prov-
ed the fuithfulness with which the
liberal electors stuck to their colors,
refusing the bribes and exposing the
bribers. It may be assumed that in
such a contest each party wason its
metal, and that neither would lose
much by neglect, indifference or
want of organization, which are
causes that too often lead to defeat
where success might be achieved. It
is, therefore, gratifying to the Liber-
als that notwithstanding the advan-
tages secured to their opponents by
the new Franchise Act, and in spite
of their attempt to set races and
creeds at each others’ throats, not-
withstanding their ministerial and
other canvassers,the government in-
fluence and government bribery, the
electors of Haldimand gave expression
to their sense of the rottenness of Sir

John A. Macdonald’s administra-

tration by returning the Liberal can-
didate with a majority of 190 voters
—showing a decided gain of party

strength and giving new encourage-
ment to those who are waiting for
a general election by which they

may remove from power one of the

most corrupt and reckless govern-
ments that ever existed.

viuces and leave, every year, a balance
on the right side of the account. There
were few idle people, wages were good
and both provinces flourishing. The
country newspapers of those days con-
tained the advertisements of the whole-
sale houses, while local merchants and
dealers were quite generally represented
in their columns also. To-day the
Houses which do the bulk of the impor-
ting for the Maritime Provinces are

never heard of by our people generally.

The country mer-
chant and dealer is too often carried

credit and supplies offered by these
practically alien houses, and he forsakes

cording to his means and business re-
quirements from the St. John or Hali-

or Toronto concern must make its
travellers’ expenses out of its trans-
actions with him and others like him.

We observe that a new departure is
now taken by a large Outario concern.
Not content with sending its travellers
out, it furnishes a nnmber of merchants
from the Maritime Provinces with free
railway tickets, to induce them to go
all the way to Toronto, where they may
be brought under the blandishing in-
fluences aud solicitations of the firm's
full staff of salesmen. This is one of
the new trade luxuries, and in order
that none of its effects may be lost upon
the pudlic, the newspapers are called
upon to contribute free advertising of
the concern referred to. Among others
the ApvaANCE has been favored witha
copy of a Toronto paper containing
quite a long reference to the excursion
and the enterprise of the house on
whose tickets the party reached the On-
tario metropulis, over which is written
the modest request ‘‘oblige copy ” If
we had not, already, abundant evidence
of Canadian ‘‘cheek” in a political sense
we might be surprised at this manifes-
tation of it in a business way. As it is,
we realise that the concern reforred to
only exemplifies the general idea of the
upper provinces that we in the Maritime
Provinces were made and are permitted
to exist for their benefit. Our mer-
chants exist in order that they may ful-
fil their destiny as the customers of
these Canadian importers, and our
country newspapers are maintained at
the expense of their proprietors in order
that they may have the distinguished
honor of copying advertising articles
from the big Canadian dailies which
are well paid for furnishing the ball
that is kicked 1n this direction.

Those of the merchants of St.
and Halifax who were anxious for Con-
federation cannot contemplate the
trade situation they have helped to
create with much satisfaction. They
have assisted to open the door by which
the business that should bo theirs is
stolen from them and carried off to
Montreal and Toronto, while they re.
ceive not a single compensating benelit
in return; and they have shut the door
of their natural market among the
people who are almost within speakiug
distance of them and with whom their
husiness was oue of fair exchange.
We are all paying pretty dearly for
the privilege of being partuers in the
Canadian concern. Oatario and Que-
bec, with their Western dependencies,
are reaping the benefits, while we, of
the Maritime provinces, are having a
crop of experiences which are indeed
bitter and profitless.

In the opinion
of this Union, the effect of such reading
is demoralizing in its tendency; and not
only as members of a Christian Temper-
ance Union, but as mothers do we plead
that such reports may be withheld for the
sake of our young sons and daughters.

WE ARE READY TO SWEEP THEM FROM

POWER.

I believe
you in the province of New Drunswick
are prepared for an election too. If the
elections lately held in Nova Scotia are to
be taken as indications of the feeling
there—as I believe they are—I won:d say,
showing as they do that she is cissatisticd
with the present admivistiation, Nova
Scotia is more than prepaied to send a
phalanx to Ottawa which will teach Sir
John A. Macdonald that eight years of
corruption and nisgovernment is not
such a certificate as entitles him to a  re-
newal of the people’s coutidence,

ATTACKS ON PROVINCIAL RIGHTS,

There is no mere marked point in the
administration of Sir John Macdonald
than his -persistent attacks upon Pro-
vincial Rights. I maintain there i3 no
more important point cmbodied in the
constitution of the Dominion, than the
maintenance with a firm, determined
grasp of those rights which are rendered
sacred to usunder the British North
America Act. I challengs contradiction
to the statencnt that eversince Sir Juhn
Macdonald has come into power he has
made it the one great ohject of his life to
undermine the federal principle of that
act, and to merge all power by central-
ising it at Ottawa.

HOME RULE EVERY TIME.

He has attempted to make this Do-
minion & legislative union, with all the
power centered in Ottawa. 1am a home
ruler (applanse) end wmy sympathies are
with home rule outside of the Dowminion
as well as in it. (Loud applause.) I be-
lieve in mavaging our own atturs in all
these local matters which are given to us
by the constitution, within the provinces,
Believing this, I shonld Le sorry to see
this man succeed in his attack upon the
rights of the provinces, but looking at
his actions for the past five or six years,
we find the first attempt to retain to him-
self the right of the escheatson the plea
of necessity.

SIR JONN A FAILURE AS A CONNTITUTIONAL
LAWYER.

Iam glad to say you are not told this
pnow, but then we all hknow a man who is
such a great constitutional lawyer as Sir
John Macdonald is, must have some plea,
We were told that Sir John Macdonakd
was a great constitutional lawyer, and all
that was needed was for him to give an
opinion and it would be sustained by the
highest authorities. ~ We wero told when
a constitutional lawyer like him had pass-
ed his opinion upon constitational law
and declared the oills he introiuced vald,
the Privy Council would ratify his opin-
ion. He wss a demi-god and stood
astride the law like a colossus, axd we
petty men wondered how so small a head
could carry all he knew. (Lauzhter and
applause. ) “'Greatis Sir Johu!” caiel
his supporters. (Laughter.) Whera is
their great coustitutional lawyer to-day?

A FAILURE ON THE ESCHEAT QUESTION,
He has given his spinionon many points
He pledged his word as a lawyer on the
question of escheats, that they were for-
feited to the Dominien Government, and
that the Local Government had nothing
to do with them. Mr. Blake and Mr,
Mowat to'd him that he was wrong, aud
all the lights who gloried in Sir John
laughed at Mr. Blake and saw differeatly.
Still torall this Me. Mowat, little Mr,
Mowat, told Sir John that he was wrong,
and on the gqnestion being canied before
the Privy Council for decision, that body
informad Siv John he was wrong,

A FAILURE O¥ TIE BOUNDARY QUESTION,

Again we find that Sir John Macdonald
being bound that Ontirio should he kept
| within narrow hmits, had  determinel to
{ set aside the award made to Ontario by
a commission of three independeut geutle.
men. Sir John Macdonald pledgad his
word, saying that this decision was not
worth the paper it was written upon, and
all the Couscrvative lights bawed approval
to the doctrine that Sir John was right,and
Messrs, Blake and Mowat wrong, \We
have since found out that Mr. Blake ax
well as Mr. Mowat were right in their
contentions,

A FAILURE ON THE STREAMS QUESTION,

Again we find Sir John was bound that
Ontario should not have the power to pass
a bill defining the timber limits of the
streams of that province. It was a most
importaut bill aud one intended  to strike
at the local rights.  Mr. Mowat said ‘this
is a bill appertaining ouly to the Province
of Ontario which they have the full right
to pass, therefore,they wonld not acknow-
ledge its disallowance.” By aund by this
matter was appealed to the Privy Council,
and again that body told Sir John Macdou-
ald he was wrong and that Mr. Mowat was
right every time. (Applause.)

A FAILURE ON THE LICENSE QUESTION,

Then, again Sir John stretched forth his
hang in order to have the opportunity of
teaching the “little tyrant” Mowatt a les.
son, and so he brought in a bill providing
for the sale of liguer in the Dominion from
one end of it to the other; and with what
result ! Why, that for the past few years
we have had chaos reigning and free rum
sold all through Ontario. There was no
licensc law in existence and nobody knew
whether the Dominion Act was wltra vires
ornot. It gave rise to all manner of |
trouble and loss of time, entailing an end.
less amount of suffering upon innocent |
people, and really put the temperance |
question back for ten years. This he did
because the Premier was not satisfied to |
let the local legislatures register enacte
ments in respect to the sale of liquors but
he must seize it for himself. Why? Only |
tosatisfy his grasping ambition, which
has been made apparent in his every act.
In other words, he used it as a vast po-
litical engine to elevate himself to power,

Blake rose in the House of Commons,
and pointed out the dishonesty and incov-
sistency of Sir John's contentions, stating

Sir John then smd *I
have not the power to enact this bill, but [
am passing 1t because it is a necessity. My
construction of the dec’sion in the Hodge
case is that the Provincial Legislatures have
no power to pass these bills, and in order
to make good my constitutional opinion I
declare tiat the laws of Ontario, Nova
Scotia, Quebee nud New Bruaswick are
not worth the paper they are written ou.
I say it is free to every man to sell liquor
when or where ho likes, therefore, it is the |
necessity of the case which lays upon me
the need of passing a hicense law.” This
was the tiest argument he used, In answer |
to this statement Mr. Blake pointed out |
with remarkable ability and perspe uity i
that the »suly rightsupon which liguor |
licenses were to begrauted were vested aud |
vested only, i the Loical Legislatures and |
Government. He said the devision of the |
Privy Couneil iu the celebrated Hudge
case, which had been argued by the
greatest constitutional lawy ers, was agaiust
the contention of Sir John, Did the prem-
ier when this was conclusivaly proved like
an honest man admit he was wrong? **No,”
he said, “I passed the bill because I was
bound to do so. Now that the Privy
Council have shown me it is trus that
was wronyg iu saying I was obliged to pass
the bill, 1 wal arw main 4 0 the il
right as a matter«f public poley. [ will
obtain a subrenvient majority who will
tise at my beek saud  call to vote for  the
bill,” He «lid so, and then another appeal
m the very act itself was carried to the
Privy Council, and that body decided Sir
Johu's-act was not worth the paper it was
written on, Aud the commissioners had
been drawing their pay, and the inspectors
who hal beea drawing their pay and the
poor unfortunate wmen Wh had been indne-
ed to pay their license fees found that the
whole thing had gone to pot and that great
coustitutional lawyer as usual, was wrong.
(Cheers, )

TIE COST OF HIS FAILURES.

Gentlemen, these repeated efforts of Sir
John Macdonald, and these repeated deci-
sions of the Privy Council, have gone to
show that the man was not the lawyer he
was represeuted to be. They have gone
further to show that he was prepared to do
aunything, to carry nothing but that which
would centralize power in Ottawa, deprive
the Provinces of the rights that they had
heretofore possessed and which they had
exercised 8o well (cheers ) I say that
Prince Edward l:and 8 better able to
pa s a license law lo¢ the people of that
Island than are those in power at Ottawa,
The local legizlatures, I say, are the proper
places for such matt. vy, aud they haviog
dealt so well with tiove mattersin the past;
the power should not have been sought
to remove them. However, in the end 1t
turns out that Sir John Macdousld was
wrong, and to.day the taxpayers of this
country have to put their hands in their
pockets to the extent ot some  §500,000,
to pay for Sie John Macdomuld’s, [ wili
not say wilful, but wrongful opinion,

RAILWAY BRIBERY.

He did not stop tlere, His next step
was to seize the local railways, no watter
how small, or how lengthy, or where they
ran to, he pased alaw declaviug that
they were a'l for the general benetit of
Canada, aud came within the power of the
Dominion Government. What did that
act involve? It involved a great deal; it
opened adoor of corruption throukh which
the stream has becn flowing great and
fast ever since. 1 tell you that we
are not makiugcharges to-day before the

duties as members free from all taint of
corruption, are being dragged in or have
themselves rushe | into this cesspool and
smirched themnselves with dirt, sud to-day
there are large numbers of them that are
known not to sit asfree and independent
members of Parliament, but to sit as men
who are hound to support the admiaistra.
tion of the day because they feel their very
life and breath and being, arve the ufe, the
breath and being of the leader of that ad-
miunistration. (A voice—gonod boy—and vn-
thusiastic cheerinyg. )

A DOCTOR'S OPERATION.

Look at the case given the vther day of
the hon, member for Dundas, Dr. Hickey.
I donot want to drag in personal matters
and will but sparingly refer to inlividual
cases, though there are many which could
if occasion needed be given. A charter had
b en given for the Octuwa, Washington &
New York Railway Co. to a gentleman
vamed Keefer, The charter was merely to
build a roat ; there was no bonus given,
Now, 1 order to give thatcharter value, a
pubic subsidy was necessary and therefore
sought for, In order to get that subsidy
they sought out a member of parlia nent to
use his influence to secure it.  Dr. Hickey
was pitched upon tor that purpose a vl wa's
given some stock -iu the company—was
made the president of the company, He
proceeded toapply for and to get the sab.
sidy and obtune L a bonus of $3200 a mile,
Then the company got the vi'lage of Mor-
risburg to take $10.000 worth of stock in
the company and pry up §1,000; and what
did that company do? Did they go to work
to build the roa t? No; that was not their
abject. That is not what cempanies are
incorporated for in the opinion of the par-
ties that got the bonus 1In order to give
value to their charter. (Checrs.) They took
this charter then into the markets of the
world to sell it and make money. They
went on and proposed to New York
capitalists to build tho road but were they
to pay them for buiiding that road? Oh, no,
the company or the sapitalists were to pay
them fo: the privilege of bail lirg {5 Tt iy
a unew thing that the man who dias the
work does nyt vet paid bat pavs for the
privilege of doing b, (langhte ) 2l the
tirst thing the company had to do was t»
plank down 813,000, the next thing was to
depogit 850,000 14 a bank in the name of Dr.,
Hickey, the member for Dundas, as a guu=
antee and the next thing to do was to 18sue
stock of which £500.000,0r half a million of
dollars, was to be given to the hon, member
for Dundas and his frier ds in the director-
ate. Now,of covrse, it is perfeetly p'ain that
when thet grant is to be voted Dr. Hickey
is the man who can give afrec and inde-
pendent voie? (Applause.) It is clear to
the meanest uuderstan iing that he is not
prejudiced in the matter because he has
only an i terest in §500,000. (Laughter
and applau.e )

THE EXTENT OF THE CORRUPTION,
This sir, is ouly one instanese of many
that could be recounted but I do not desire
to give individual instances. If members
of Parliament by doz>ns and by scores and
even greater numbers,are alllowed to have
witerests in such Ralway companies and
to take bonuses from the Government of
the Dominion aud then sell the charter
which has been made valuable by those
bonuses, as they have done, what ia to be-
come of the independence of Parliament ?
I know you will wonder at this and there
is not one man in the Dominion of Can-
ada who will not wonder at it, but it is
with Edlward Blake (cheers) and other
men to rectify such things not Sir John
Macdimald,  (Applause.) The secret
does not lie there, 1 do not say there are
no honest Couservatives. 1 know that
there are Conservative members in the
Parliament of the Domiuion who are just
as honestas I am, but I also know this,
that there are numbers and numbers of
the supporters of Sir John Macdonald—
you could count them by the score—their |
names can be given ~their names are giv-
en in the Hansard, (the hon. genileman
herc indicates several page: of Hansard, |
56, pages 1073 to 1077) and they were
charged on the floors of the house with
haviog receive | favors from the Govern-
ment to an enormous amount of money,
and these favors, I say, rendered them
