Demand for the immediate creation 
by Congress of a permanent tariff 
commission was voiced in resolutions 
adopted during the day. To dispel any 
idea that delay in tariff revision Is 
sought, a provision was added urging 
that Congress during Its special ses­
sion shall prepare and adopt a revis­
ed tariff to the best of its ability un­
der present conditions.

The resolutions as adopted are:
“We demand from Congress for the 

equal benefit of all classes of the peo­
ple and in the name of all American 
industry, of farm, factory, labor and 
commerce, represented in the. national 
tariff commission convention held at 
Indianapolis, consisting of delegates 
from forty-two states and representing 
223 arglculturàl, civic, commercial and 
Industrial bodies, the Immediate crea­
tion of a permanent tariff commission 
for the following purposes and ends, 
through congressional action:

••First—The collection, and intelli­
gent, thorough and unprejudiced study 
of tariff facts.

“Second—The development and en­
largement of our foreign trade.

“Third—The accomplishment of this 
reciprocal trade agreements, based on 
maximum and minimum schedules.

“Fourth—The adjustent of the tar­
iff schedules so that they Shall effect 
all Interests equitably.

’•Fifth—The fixing of the rates of 
duty to be paid on the imports from 
any foreign country, within the limits 
of the maximum and minimum rates 
established by Congress, under recip­
rocal trade agreements negotiated by 
or under direction of the president In 
order thereby to develop and protect 
our foreign trade by the means favor­
ed by President McKinley and author­
ized by Sections 3 and 4 of the Ding- 
ley law.

"We urge that prior to the passage 
of a bill creating such a commission, 
Congress, during its special session 
about to be called, Shall prepare and 
adopt, with the assistance of the best 
tnfomation pesently available, a re­
vised tariff, as completely and accur­
ately adjusted to present conditions 
and therefore as stable as Is possible 
at this time.”

It will be noted from the above that 
last year wa» considerably ahead of 
the best previous year in New Bruns­
wick, and that since 1902 the expan­
sion of the industry to these waters 
has been rapid and regular.

MEN ENGAGED.

■During the season 71,000 men Were 
engaged in the fisheries of Canada, not 
Including the thousands of persons 
employed to the lobeter canning indus­
try. These fisherman use nearly 7,000,- 
000 fathoms of gill-nets and seines, 
besides other fishing gear, the factor­
ies representing an aggregate capital 
of $15,000,000. This is about a quarter 
of a million dollars over the total out­
lay of the previous season, by a small­
er number of fishermen. The lobster 
plant alone Is valued at over a million* 
and a half, and comprises the equip­
ment of nearly 700 canneries, disposed 
on the sea coast of the Maritime Prov­
inces as follows: Nova Scotia, 217; 
New Brunswick and P. El Island 184 
each; Quebec 100. This Industry plac­
ed on the market nearly 9,000,000 cans 
of preserved fish, besides about a mil- 
ion pounds disposed of alive or in a 
fresh state for Immediate consumption. 
The salmon industry on the Pacific 
■Coast, consisting of 75 canneries with 
equipment valued at almost $2,000,000, 
gave employment to 1300 people and 
produced, It Is estimated, 60,000,000 lbs. 
of fish, half of the catch being canned. 
The sealing fleet consisted of fifteen 
vessels which secured 50,387 skins 
valued at $107,940.

BOUNTY RECEIPTS.

During the year 2,168 New Bruns­
wick vessels were In receipt of fishing 
bounties whidh aggregated $16,454.50. 
Of these Gloucester and (Mariette 
Counties secured by far the larger 
shares. In fact, outside of these two 
counties, only $266 was paid, three 
small amounts coming to fishermen In 
St. John County, three to Northum­
berland, and one to Restlgouche. The 
general expenditures in New Bruns­
wick on fisheries amounted to $36,- 
446.88, of which amount $6,921.93 was 
expended In connection with the St. 
John Breeding Pond, and $1,713.60 for 
the St. John River Hatchery.
