“They persecute me
wrongfally”-—“Quicken me,” Lord;

“They had almost oon-
sumed me”—*“Quicken me,"” and then
I may barn with fire, but I shall not
be consumed. You see, the blessing
of qifickening meets all these condi-
tions. I believe that the best pre-
servative ander -trial is increased
spiritual life.

Did T hear you complain, “I am
very poor,” Brethren, if your soul is
quickened and you beeome rich in
faith, poverty will be a light burden.
“But I am very depressed in spirit.”
Traly, this is sad; but if you are more
fully quickened, you will shake it off
as living men put from them the
oerements of the tomb, Bat you ory,
“I have such hard work to do!” - If
you have stronger life, the task will
be easier. . “But I have been dissp-
pointed and defeated.” You will
have fow defeats, or you will bear
then: joyfally when your spiritaal
life is vigorous and full. “ “Quaioken
me.” Whatever your diffenlty,

said, “.He being dead yet speaketh.”
Let us to-day anchor the ohurch to
sound dootrine, lest she drift farther
and farther in yoars to come. Speak
God's Word faithfally, for that word
shall live and conquer when you are
gove.
