Harry W. Kelly, Late Of This
Province, Victim Of Accident
While Driving Logs In Brit-
ish Columbia.

A Seattle paper says:—

The sad news was received here
last week of the death by drowning of
W. Kelly, while engaged Iin

the Thompson river in British Colum-
bia. Search has been made for his
body. but so far it has not been re-
covered.

Harry W. Kelly was born in Man-
gerville, New Brunswick, on July 30,
1878. He left New Brunswick at the
age of 18 and engaged in river driving
and logging operations in Maine and
New Hampshire for several years and
then came to Washington and spent
three years as an organizer for the
Foresters of America, during which
time he travelled through both Wash-
ington and Idaho, becoming well and
favorably known in nearly every
community in the two states. Later
he united with the Modern Woodmen
and with the Eagles. He was for a
while an assistant to the deputy head
consul in the organizing camps,

He was sent as a delegate from
Kings county to several Democratic
conventions and in 1904 received the
nomination on the Democratic ticket
for county assessor. But he resigned
his place on the ticket because he
could net give the, time necessary to
the campaign.

Mir. Kelly was a man of broad views
and high principles, and by his man-
nerly attitude in all of the affairs of
life won many faithful friends. He
leaves behind a mother, four brothers,
R. W. Kelly, of Bothel, J. R. Kelly, of
New Brumswick, G. O. Kelly and Fred
Kelly of Woodinville and three sisters,
Mrs. Parsons, Mrs. Chapman and Mrs.

Wilfrid* Gribble, Canadian Or-
ganizer Says Ten New Lo-
cals Have Been Formed In
Eastern Canada. st

HEADQUARTERS OF EXEC-

UTIVE AT GLACE BAY.

Mr. Wilfrid Gribble, Dominion or-
ganizer of the Socialist party of Can-
ada, in talking to a Standard reporter
last evening stated that while the
Socialist party was still very weak in
the Maritime Provinces compared
with its strength in the west, he was
surprised with the success he has had
in the tour he is making of the east-
ern provinces. During the past few
months he has been carrying on con-
stant propaganda and has organized
ten branches in addition to those al-
ready in existence. The latest to be
formed Is in St. John fitself &nd the

| local branch sets out to a good start

with about twenty members.

These results are ponsidered good gs
Mr. Gribble is the first speaker to
make a regular tour in this part of
the Dominion. He states however, that
from now on, a steady propaganda
will be kept up, as while he is short-
ly going to British Columbia to help
in the forthtcoming election, his place
will be taken by C. B. O'Brien, M. P.
P., who was elected on the Soclalist
ticket in the Rocky Mountajn division
of Alberta a few months ago, being
the fourth member of the Sociallst
party to be returned in the west, the
other three being members of the Brit-
ish Cclumbia Legislature,

A Part of World Movement.

Mr. Gribble explained that the So-
clalist party of Canada, was no isolat-
ed movement, but a part of the world
movement which had a voting
strenzth of between 8,000,000 and 9,-
000,000, and about weven hundred
members in parliamentary bodies in
various countries, the headquarters be-
ing at Brussels, Belgium, and the in-
ternational business being transacted
by the socialist bureau established in
that city.

The headquarters of the party in
Canada are at Vancouver where the
Canadian movement had its birth and
the body to whom Mr. Gribble {s re-

sponsible is the Dominion executive

Committee. In addition there are pro-
vincial executive committees in Al-

berta, Manitoba and Ontario. A Mar-

itime executive will shortly be form-
ed, probably at Glace Bay, where the
movement is strong.

Mr., Gribble stated that the Social-
ist propaganda did not consist of ap-
pedls to sentiment, but in the teach-
ing of what is kilown as the “dismal
science,” political economy, from a
working elass point of view. This was
apparent in his address at an open-
alr meeting last night in which he
dealt with the subject of Wealth and
Its Production, contending that wealth
was due to labor and labor alone.
Money, as such, he claimed, was not
wealth, but just a convenient medium
of exchange—an expression of value.

The Real Wealth,

The real wealth, he said, consist-
ed of the things actually used either
for personal use, or as a means
through which more wealth could be
produced by labor. The raw materials

of the earth being practically unlim:

fted and the implements of production
practically perfect, there must be
gome reason for there being so many
in want in the midst of this plenty.

The reason was the class or capi-
talist ownership of the implements and
sources by which and from which;
wealth could be produced in abund-
ance for the needs of every human
being.

The Socialist, as Mr. Gribble contend-
ad. the only cure, for the economic evile
from which the working class suffer,
was for that class to possess them-
selves by legislation of all the means
of production and enjoy their proper-
ty by producing all the wealth they
chose for their own use and not for
the profit of a master class.

When - the question of opening up
the Cuban market for New Brunswick
produce was first broached the sug-
gestion -was made that the Provincial
Government should send a commis-
sioner to report on conditions in Cuba
and the chances for the devel t
of trade between that country and
this Provihice. This has not been
done so far, but the investigation
carried on privately by Mr. Johnston
W. Clark, secretary-treasurer of the
firm of DeWitt Bros, Ltd, who re-
turned on Wednesday from a trip to
Havana may be regarded as of the
same value as the report of an of-
ficial delegate.

“l am highly pleased with the re-
sult of my trip,” said Mr. Clark last
evening to a Standard reporter. “I
found that the prospects for doing
business with Cuba could not be bet-
ter. To my mind, this country of-
fers the best market for potatoes,
hay, lumber and fish that New Bruns-
wick ever had or ever will have.

“The city of Havana itself has a
population of 700,000 and imports
practically everything in the way of
food. 1 found that the facilities for
handling potatoes at Havana could be
improved very much. There are no
warehouses of any consequence, and
the potatoes are allowed to remain on
the dock in the hot sun with nothing
over them but a tarpaulin. This is
another matter which the Provincial
Government could very well take up,
and the shippers would no doubt be
willing to pay a reasonable amount
for storage If a warehouse was once
built.

An Important Proposition.

“The people of New Brunswick
should wake up to the fact that this
is one of the most important propo-
sitlons they ever had to consider.
There is a large increase in the yield
of potatoes this year in the Prov-
ince, and absolutely no market.

“The failure of the Quebec crop
last year opened the way for the ship-
ment of most the entire crop to
Montreal, ®ut there is no such open-
ing this year. One of the largest
firms doing business in Upper Can-
ada has refused to take a single ship-
ment from New Brunswick this sea-
son. If the farmers are unable to
dispose of their potatoes at a profit
this year it means that few will be
raised next year and another prom-
ising industry will be killed for the
lack of a little enterprise.

Taft May Be There.

Members of the Arctic Club hope
that President Taft may himself be
present as the nation’s representative
to welcome Dr. Cook. “Such an hon-
or would be more than fitting,” one
of them declared today. “In view of
the fact that the explorer has placed
the Stars and Stripes on the apex of
the world and added, perhaps, 30,000
square miles to the natiow's terri
tory.”
