Chieago, Aug. 19.—Three former ex-
ecutive officers of the lIllizols Central
Railroad Company, were arrested to-
day on warrants in connection with
the alleged frauds by means of which
the raflroad was defrauded it is said,
of $1,500,000. The men arrested were
Frank B. Harriman, formerly general
manager of the road, Charles L. Ewing,
formerly manager of lines north of the
Ohio river, John M. Taylor, formerly
general storekeeper of the road.

The warrants, sworn to by J. T. Har-
ahan, of the IMinois Central road,
charge the three men with conspiracy
to cheat and defraud the railroad by
false pretenses, and with operating a
confidence game. Harriman and
Ewing were taken to the Harrison
street police station. Their bonds of
$10,000 each were signed by a profes-
sional bondsman.
