Amsterdam, Feb. 26.—Following is
the text of Chancellor Von Hertling's
speech yesterday dn the Reichstag:
After a few prelimghasy remarks
by Dr. Hermann 8.

“The Reichstag has a right to re-
ceive an explanatory statement in 1«
gard to the following situation and
the attitude of the government con-
cerning it. I will meet the obligation
arising therefrom, even though I en-
tertain certain doubts as to the utility
and success of the dialogues carried
on by ministers and statesmén of bel-
ligerent countries.

Meeting Not Favored.

“Mr. Runciman. in the House of
Commons recently expressed the
npylnlon that we would get much near-
er if. instead of this, responsible rep-
resentatives of the belligerent powers
would come together in an intimate
meeting for discussion. I only agree
with him that would be the way tore-
move numerous intentionaland unin-
tentional misunderstandings ahd com-
pel our enemieg to take our words as
they are meant, and on their part also
to show thelr colors. 1 cannot at any
rate discover that the words which I
spoke here on two occasions were re-
ceived in  hostil§bountries objectively
and without prejudice.
