Justice McKeown handed down judg-
ment Tuesday morning on the prelim-
inary questions raised at recant hear-
ings. The matter came up on the
plaintif's applicatton for interrogator-
fes, and when same were retirnable
the defendant took objection that he
soould not be compelled to answer
the interrogatories, as it. was submit-
ted on his behalf that there was no
basis in law for the claim which the
crown put forward, and while no de-
inurrer is now allowed, yet under the
present procedure he has the right to
challenge the sufficlency of the plain-
tifi’'s cause of action. The plaintiffs
olim was to recover an alleged secret
commission on the letting of the Val-
ley Railway contract, The defendant
contended that he could not be held
liable at common law n a case like
the present, hecause no relationship
of principal and agent exists bBetween
the crown and its ministers, who are
regarded as advisers only. The de-
fend: further tended that the
wording of the recent act of legislat-
ure was inapt ahd did not impose up-
on the defendant the liability at issue,
