THE WISE AND THEIR REWARD.

On Sunday moining last in St. Panl’s
church, Rev. A. J. Mowatt preached :
memorial sermon on the death of the lat
Dr. Jack, choesing for Lis text Dan., xii, 3~
“And they that be wise shall shine as th
brightness of the firmament.”” In openin;
his discourse, the prescher suid that I
felt it was eminently fitting 1o make specia
reference here to life and labora of the
late Dr. Jack for'$o reasons; first, he hac
long teen & member of that church, he be-
lieved ever since his arrival in the city; an
secondly, because the work of bis lite ha
been so closely identified in a very specia’
way with the interests of the church a
large.

After briefly reviewing his university 1ifi
in Scotland, be mentioned that in the sam:
year, 1840, he tovk bis degree of M. A. at St
Andrew’s University be came to New Bruns-
wick, having accepted sthe chair of mathe
matics and natural philosophy in the Uni-
versity, guriving in September in time t
take ¢ of bis cluss for that session
Mr. Wilmet stated ut Lis grave, the day h.
was buried, that Le remembered so well g
meeting bim at the boat on his arrival, auu
all the hopes that were entertaived with r~
gard to him. Twenty years later he war
appointed president of the University, whigh
position he held and filled for some 25 years
*‘Thus,"” be continued, *‘forsome 45 years b
bas been clusely connected with the highe,
education of the prcvince and his untiring
and zealous ¢ffurts in that direction have con-
tributed no little to the present position of
aflairs, notonly in the institution over whicl
he presided, but also in education generally.”
With reference to his closing lours Mr.
Mowatt said : Between one and two o'clock
in the afternvon of the duy of his death, he
was again at his bedside to minister such
cousolation us e could, aud found that I
was sivkiog fast. After prayer and con-
versation he took his hand to bid him good
bye and asked him bow it was with him, anc
be told him thet be bad & good bope. Svow
aflerwards he pussed peacefully away, dy-
ing as be bad lived—in peace. Thus closed
fittiugly a life full of grand usetuluess,
career of noble endeavors for the public
good, the people’s truest advancement, and
not without its struggles and triumphs.

Haviog briefly outlined some of the lead-
ing fucts in bis history, hs said there wus »
Listory that could not be told or written—
the istory of whut Le was in the bosom of
his own fumily and among bis own immed-
iute fiiends and acquaintances, the bistory
of s inner hife uud experiences, the bistery
th.t lies back of all his public usefuluess,
the bistory of whut be was as well a3 of
what be did. Tt is whut @ man does the
world tukies a note of aud praises or blame,
as the case muy be; wud yet it was oot s
much what & man does as what & man is
that makes bim, tha. gives bim his stunding
*‘1le doee because be is, und as he is, and we
judge of what Le is from what Le dobs,” It
seewed to him that it was what we might
call the buck ground of Di. Juck’s life where
his best was. Those who knew bhim best
loved bim woss. e shone in what he suw
wnd did in his public copacity, but he shouc
still more in what Le did not say and do
**The silcuce ot a lite, the unuttered thingey
the influcuce of being always there, watch-
tul, fuithtul, earuest, uutiring, enduring, un
wurmurivg—who cuu tell us of that side o
his life, and yet how much it was to the lit.
he lived for us, for the people, for thir
country "’

But, there were lessons to be learned here
The text be bad choseu was from 8 strikiog
passage, und Le bad not chosen it becaus
he must have a text.

The former are to shine as the brightness v
the firmament, and the latter as the star
for ever and ever. Dr. Juck, it seemed 1c
him, belonged to the former cluss of guo
and uscful christian men and his reasous f
thicking so were, first, because he devote:
his life to the working out ef practical edu
cational problems. He came out of his stud)
to make the people wiser. As professor «
mathematics and oatural philosophy he
migkt Ilu'ﬂ’e\'olud himself to mere abstrac
tions, to mJdvrems, and such like, and io th:
way earned for himself the reputation of one
who bad great leaining., lle was thus .
wise man in the noble sense, & true teacher,
for, io a measure, he sacnficed learning 1
the bigher interests of public utility. Thet
was & wide and essential difference betwee
wisdom aud knowledge, and there was als.
quite as much of a difference between L.
truly wise man and the man of mere know
ledge. Of thetwenty or so of young me:
who attended college when he did there wn
one student they all looked up to asanex
trpordinpggfcllow, for he knew 80 muct
But thul®gu was ai the foot of bis cla»
to-day. He kuew, but he did not know hov
to do. He lad knowledge, but not wisdon
and he proved a fuilure.

I um told by those who know and we
associated with him in the work, that D
Jack contributed in no small degree to th
workiug out of the tree school system the
is now the glory of the land. Ry his prac
tical krowledge, by his good judgmeut, au.
by all the i1 fluence bis position gave him, L
was able to do so, and he did, so much t
shape it ino tbe thivg and begmty and uce
fulpess it is. For many years it was bi
custom to visit the schools in every part v
the province, thus sowing everywhere in
quiet unobstrusive way seed that is yieldin;
fruit to day. He was thus something mos
than a professor; he was a true teacher of th
people, a man that in bis own way contri-
buted so much towards the country's
development and progress. As ‘such ther
be regarded him as oneof the wise whe
are 10 shine as the brightness of the firms
ment.

Again be seemed to take rank among th:
truly wise men of the land, because as pro-
fessor, and especially as president of th
University,be was placed in a position to do
s0 much tor the highest interests of the pro-
vince, and he realized fullywhat his positior
wus, and whut his responsibilities were anc
he did what he could. It wust be evident 1
everyoue who think on the matter, that Di.
Jack must bave done somuch in his own
sphere 10 muk : the men who are muking the
province to-day. For three important years

before him and listened to his lectures, ani !

away with them something of him
intercat in the educational develd
the province, Lis patriotism iy cer
rections his devotion to what he L.iicved Lo
be his duty, his concern ror themselves and
8o much else that was good.

He never took o prominent part in church
affairs. Iam not eure that he ever attended
a prayer meeting, aod I am very sure he
never took any part in the exercjses. Per-
baps that was becanse he was not brought
up to anything of the kind, rather than be-
cause of lack of interest in religion. But be
was faithful to his church, and when he was
able he was in his place. And a|
again he spoke to him with regard to the at-
tendance of the students at church. Nothing
but the utmost regularity would satis:y him.
He wanted to see them vometbing else beside
mathematicians, scholers. He wanted to sec
them good men, men with some religious
principles, men with the fear of God in their
hearts. He regretted that he was not more
devoted as a christiun than he was. He
could not but feel that it was with their loss
and bis that he was not. Still in his own
way be did a good that was a real good, and
it should not be forgotten that wen are made
for very different spheres of action and to
fill very different places of usefulness. They
could net but be otherwisé than what they
are. Some are cool, collected, calm, with
otkers ceolness is a vice when there
is & work to be done. With Dr.
Jack, in his own way, he dif
more than we shall © koow  till
the books come to be opened tv help men in
tke fullest sense to make them wiser men,
better men, They dia not come to the duc-
tors as they come to him, to be preached to,
to be taught the truths of religion, the doc-
trines of the cross. They came to him to be
taught mathematics, and it would nut bave
doneat all to tura aside from his mission to
do something else for them, even though
that something clse was infinitely “moe t¢
them. But he did more thso teach them
mathematics. He iospired them with higlier
ideas of manhood. It thus seemed tohim
that in his own place he was one of the wise
of the text. He taught the people knows
ledge. Hedid men good,

In conclusion, he said, “these facts lead
him to speak briefly of the truly wis- man's
reward. He shall shine as the brightness ot
the fi t. What exhibiti of light
we have in the sky both day and night!
What brightness at noonday! What bril-
lisnt again in the gorgeous evening
¢ky! And st night, too, there is
more or less of * brillianes ; in the
sky. Now, the man who has belped in any
way to dispel darkness, to give men to
koow their duty better, to serve their (iod
better, shall not lose his reward in the
bright world. One thipg, 1 know, Dr. Jack
will long sbine in the history of the pro-
vince. He has long been a light on the hilt
yonder, and though to-day bhis light bas
been put out by the wide baod of death,
eclipsed in the grave, he still shines, and
wilt thine, in the memory of what be did,
and tried to do. In the years to eome, men
wili turn back to the early bistory of our
educational institutions, and prominent
among the shining stars of those daye they
will fiud bim whose loss we mourn to-day.
and his labors will be appreciated. And
betterstill, I feel sure that when we all come
te appear pefore God in the glory to come,
we shall find shining there the light that bus
ceased to shine here.
