The 
presence of distinguished prelates and 
ecclesiastics together with large ga­
therings of the people augmented by 
many from the other parishes of the 
city, left nothing to be desired as

There was the chil­
dren’s Mass, when the boys and girls 
of the schools entered in procession 
and occupied the scats reserved for

At 7.30 in the evening the church 
was crowded and many found it im­
possible to obtain admission. The 
sermon by Rev. Father Dow dal 1 of 
Eganville was a graphic and detailed 
account of the happiness of the just 
in heaven. Father Dowdail, who is 
an old student,of the College, attain­
ed many brilliant climaxes in the 
course of his address and paid tri­
bute to his earlv teachers, when he

At the opening of the church o; St. 
Basil we were rejoiced to observe the 
large attendance of our oldest and 
most respectable citizens, together 
with their families. Indeed it was 
remarked in the other churches that 
the attendance was comparatively 
thin for the day, large portions of 
the congregation being absent on Clo­
ver Hill.

The appearance of the church both 
within and without is beautiful, and 
thoegh much is yet to be done be­
fore it will stand forth in the ful­
ness of the original design, it gives 
even now a fine conception of its in­
trinsic architectural merit. The in­
ternal decorations are not yet com­
pleted, but on the occasion of the 
consecration it is expected that all 
will be finished. The altar is magni 
Aient, and reflects the highest credit 
upon the builder. There is no organ 
at present, hut the sacred music on 
the occasion in question was toler­
ably well executed.

The sermon of the day was deliver­
ed by the Rev. Mr. Moiony, one of 
the professors of the College, in his 
usual classical, eloquent style of dic­
tion. After referring to the immense 
progress of religion within a very 
short period in Canada, he proceeded
