In case of death of a beneficial mem-
ber, his legsl representatives shall be
allowed the sum of £30 to defray his
funeral expenses, provided the number
of members in the Branch is fifty or less.

DEATH OF MR. DANIEL W,
STRITCH.

Strathroy D:spatch,
It is with sentiments of heartfelt ror
row that we chrouicle the demise of Mr,
D W. Stritch, who died shortly aiter
midnight on Monday, the 12:¢h ult.
He was taken ill cn July 6th, and during
the long busy days and she loag silent
nights since then he endured bis sufler-
ings with a Christian fortitude that was
truly edifying, and altbouga the fioal
summons came suddenly at last, he died
fortified by all the rites and sscrsments
of the Church of which he was, during
life, a devoted and faithful member, Mr.
Stritch wes born in Barrie Oct, 15:b,
1563, and during the past five years has
been one of our most popular businees
men,
He was a general favorite ; his mild
and affable disposition securing for him
the admiration and esteem of all who
knew him, and it is only putting it mildly
to say that bis deatn has created a void
that will long be felt among kis countlees
friends of all denominstions, He was
first attacked by malarisl fever, which
afterward developed into typhoid, and
notwithstanding :kilful medical aid and
the beet of attention zil proved unavail.
ing. Hisillness was long and painful,
but his cbeerful resignation to the will
of God will be a source of coneola'ion to
his aged parents in their sad afil:iction,
which hae cest a chill of sorrow over
Strathroy, and occasioned & widespread
sympatby for the bereaved omes. On
Mondsy morning the casket beiring his
rewsins was placed on a catafalque in
the chancel of the Catholic echurch,
Tue sanctusry snd altar were draped ia
black, while the catafaique was embossed
wilh choicest cut flowers, from friends
here and io Loadop, and around it
burned a pumber of tapers. Fully a
thousand people viewed the remsins in
the aliernoon, and on Moaday night
vigils were kept by membvers of toe C
M. B. A. Society. The funersl took
place on Tuesday morning, and was
largely attended by repreeentatives of
all classes, and many tears were shed
for the good young man who wsas tsken
up to his true home *lest deceit should
beguile his scul, ” A solemn requiem
muss was chanted by Rev, Father Cum
mins for the repose of the departed soul,
and appropriate selections were ren
dered by the choir of which the deccased
kad been an sporeciared member

After Mass, Rev, Father McKeon de
livered a very touching sevmon on immor-
tality, making special reference to the ex
ewplary ilfe of the excellent young man
whysa remalng were abous to be placed fa
the silent prave, “He was” the rev.
geutleman said, *“‘a true fdead, an uoright
busluess map, and a model Coristtan.  He
was obedlent to the lawa of G .d and His
Church, H: was kind and conalderate,
He was asstduous to self denlel and wmor-
tification, and having lived such & life &
hlewed eiernity awalied i lu that hsppy
home b:yond the clouls” Both speaker
and andience were at times visibly moved.

The tuneral cortege was large, and ac.
companied the remains to the Catholic
cemetery, where ioterment tock place
with impregsive ceremonies. Tue fol.

Oae opivion esys: “Tha sged
people were nesrly all of the firmiung
clegs, In comfortable clrenmstances—but
not wealthy—honest, industrious folk
who kept busily employed. But few of
them were slways totelly sbstemlous in
respect to liquor, though all weie temper
ate. Exercise in the open air, piain
food and plenty of it, with good inaerited
constitutions and an exceilent climate,
were perhiaps the main causes of longev
ity.” Another observes that long-vity
mnust be hereditary: *“I think tais ia-
herited quality is more a disposition of
mind than of phyeical endowment, All
our people seem to have been of a genial
dizposition, iuclined to take life easy—
hence their reputation for hospitality and
good cheer,” A third declares that the
long lived people are “the descendants of
the most hardy and robust of English,
Scotch, end Lrish ploneers of the country,
who, with an ancestry accustomed to toil
and unused to luxury and excesses, e¢ou-
tinued Industiions, frugal and temperate
They were not wealthy nor poor, nor was
thelr sleep disturbed by ambition of titles,
wealth or honors. They were religious,
and had imp'icit falth in the benevolence
and goodue:s of G)d.” From this those
who wi:h to live loug can learn where the
olixir i to be found.
