The official statement, issued after
the recent annual general meeting of
the “Societe des Bains de Mer de
Monaco,” or “Monaco Sea Baths Co.”
showed that the net profits for th=
working year 1913-14 amounted to $4.-
096,729.58, an increase of $320,000 over
the net profits for 1912-13.
This handsome profit is not by any
means made out of the bathing estab-
{ishment_on the sea front under the
shadow of the rock of Monaco, and.
which by an amusing piece of fiction.
is supposed to constitute the reason
for the company’s existence. Indeed.

I never discover:d any
foreign visitor who went to the sea
bathing establishment to take his bath
and as for the natives * * *
well the minority who do occas: onalh
take a bath are invariably provided
with free admission tickets.

Monte Carlo at that time 'was a very
different sort of place to that which
now exists: Certainly it enjoyed
a beautiful climate and the sunshine
was perpetual, but there were no
roadways no palm trees no hotels
and no flower gardens. The few tum-
Ltle-down houses that existed on the
hillside were fuller of fleas than of
guests, afn the little podket handker-
chief principality 'was so poor that a
tax on bread had been established, and
the inhabitants were in the proverh-
ial condition of the patient Job. Of
course, a railroad had never been
heard of in these parts;; communica-
tion was by steamboat or by an old-
fashioned coach once a day from Nice.

Without loosening his sway over
Hamburg, which was then the queen
of gambling resorts; M. Blanc set out
to transform Monte Carlo into a sort
of "earthly paradise, not forgetting
Eve and the serpent. Into this place
poor Adam has wandered ever since,
only to leave it, most of the time, in
the same denuded condition as his
first ancestor left the Garden of Eden.

5 Bless the Casino,

The nativeborrsinhabitants of .the
principality haveﬂvery reason on the
other hand; to bléss the advent of the
Cdsing} 1’I‘hey pay no taxes of an kind
and live in a sort of a land of milk and
honcy. All the cost of upkeep, the lay:
ing out of the roads, the sewerage, the
paving of gardens, the police adminis-
force, and, indeed, the public services
of e-veryikmd are paid for by the for-
e)gner—namely, out of the money he
leaves on the green cloth tables at
Casina. They pay no taxes of any kind
ment, a fine cathedral church has been
built on the rock at Monaco, but any-
pody who professes to be so poor as
to have tobeg for a living is promptly
turned out -of the principality. There
are no paupers in Monaco.

In renewing the concessionsin 1898
foralong term of years the prince
stipulated for the payment of $5.000.-
000 from the Monaco Sea Baths Com-
panly, in instalments over a period of
fifteen years, and, furthermore, he
draws an annuity of $2;,oooo More-
over the company has to “‘contribute”
substantially to certzin “works of pub-
lic utility” carned out in the municip-
ality.
