I Cor. 15: 14! “If Christ be not;

Paul suggests in this passage the
awful possibility of Christ not ris-
ing from the dead, even as Jesus on
one occasion suggests the awful pos-|
sibility of his not having come into,
the world saying, “if I had not;
come.” Imagination falls back at
the very thought of Christ not com-!
ing, and of Christ not rising again
from the dead. These two truths are|
so essential to Christianity that with-
out them we would have no gospel to

| preach. Voltaire once remarked that
{if there were no God it would be
i necessary to create one, and I sup-
| pose he meant by that statement that
belief in God is essential to the hap-
piness and the progress of the race.
What is true of belief in God is true
{ also of its companion truth, the im-

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BROWN PREACHES THIRD SERMON ON
SUBJECT OF IMMORTALITY OF THE S0UL

Shews the Significance of tlie Very Doubt of the Resur-
rection—Man Requires a Hope of Immortality, as
He Cannot Bear to Think of Annihilation.

OLD TESTAMENT IDEAS.

Read the Old Testament and you
will find the ideas of the future life
there recorded quite unsatisfactory,
I am sure. Whole books make
scarcely any mention of it. There
is, indeed, some comfort to be found
there, but very little compared with
what you find in the New Testament.
Death in the Old Testament was
areaded, and immortality at best
was but dimly seen and feebly grasp-
ed. The Hebrews pictured Sheol, the
sbode of the dead as a cavern deep
down in the earth—a land of silence
and of gloom. Job in speaking of
i. says there the very light is dark-
ness and another writes: “My soul is
full of trouble, like those in Sheol
whom Thou rememberest not.”

Man still existed after death but in
~ state of darkness without the full
exercise of all his powers so that the
Jews looked upon it with dread. I
quote a few characteristic -passages:

Gen. 37: 35: “I will go down to
Sheol to my son mourning.”

Gen. 42: 38: “Bring down my gray
hairs in sorrow to Sheol.”

them through dréams.’ The only dis-
tinction that primitive man drew be-
tween a dream and death was that
vihat went away from him in a dream,
bis other self as he called it, went
away from him in death for good.
Whole tribes were sometimes almost
exterminated in order that they
might accompany their master into the
next life and there wait upon him.
Christ’s coming swept all these fales
ideas away and added to what light
the Hebrews had of the future life
and so revolutionary was his teaching
that Paul speaks of it as a bringing
to light of immortality.
MAN'S THIRST FOR IMMOR-
ALITY.

I need not tell you that man has a
thirst for immortality. We shudder
at the very thought of annihilation.

To die, to be no more,” is some-
thing we cannot bear to think upon.
The very thought of losing _ourscl-
ves, of dissolving into nothing, of
becomirg partner with unconscicus
matter, of returning to dust and be-
ing no more this is something no
human can cherish without pain. We
cannot bear the thought of it. For
the mind of man there is no rest apart
from, the hope of immortality.
This is true of the most diverse
races of men. The Jew had his
Sheol, the Greek had his Hades and
the Roman had his Orcus. Even the
wild Indian that roamed these very
plains had his Happy Hunting Ground
to which he hoped to pass after death.

THE BUTTERFLY

It is a significant fact that on the
oldest tombs we find for example the
butterfly carved which was emblem-
atic of the belief that the soul of the
departed had entered into an improved
state even as the butterfly was 2an
improvement over its former exis-
tence. We cannot pass over this matter
lightly, this desire for immortality
held so persistently, held so tenac-
iously. This very desire for immor-
tality, this thirst for it is prophetic
of its reality, is the assurance that
which we hope for is the evidence of
that which we do not see.

TENNYSON’S VIEW.

“Strong Son of God immortal Love,

We are witnessing to-day and for |
weeks past a desparate stjuggle for
the highway to Paris through Verdun i
There the hottest battle of this pres- |
ent war has been waged. More blood
has flowed there,, more lives have |
been sacrificed there than at any
other point sir.ce the war opened. This |
struggle is importent for if the French
can successfully withstand the attack !
Paris is safe, whereas if they have
to give ground Paris is in danger.
And as the bloodiest batle of this war
to date has waged about Verdun so
ths bloodiest battle for truth has
been waged about the resurrection of |
Jesus Christ from the dead. Here in- !
fidelity and Christiznity have fought !
for centuries. The zdmission of the
resurrection of Jesus carries with it
the admission of every other truth |
that is vital to the Christian faith,
while the surrender of it robs us of
every other truth that is vital to the
gospel of Christ. 1f Christ rose from |
the dead then ‘there is a gzp in the
wall of natural sequences that wall
us arcund, a gap large endugh for all
supernatural communication from the
loving Father in Heaven to enter in
and co enrich cur lives.

If we admit the resurrection of |
Jesus Christ from the dead, then God
is, for God was the agent in the re-
surrection. If we admit the resurrec-
tion of Jesus Christ, then Jesus
Christ is the Son of God, for by this |
very fact He was declared to be the |
Son of God in power. If we admit the |
resurrection of Jesus Christ from the |
dead, then there is a life to come, an
immortal life, as proved by His re-
surrection and declared by His Gos- |
pel. Christ claimed to stand in a
peculiar relation to God, to man and
to the sin of the race. His resurrec-
tion verified all of these claims. The
Father owned His Son at the baptism |
by the audible voice, “This is My be- |
loved Son in whom I am well pleased.”
And the resurrection of Jesus was a
further vindication of the Father’s
good pleasure in the Son.

A SCIENTIST.

A sicentist before a class of stu-
dents in chemistry, when about to
perform an experiment, said: *'Silence
gentlemen, We are going to ask God
a question.” God answered that ques-
tion according to the laws of nature,
and so to a questioning world. God
gave His answer as to the claims of
His Son when he raised him from the
dead ‘anhd set Him at His own right
hand in heavenly places. :

The resurrection of Jesus Christ
stands vitally related not only to his
claims to be the Son of God, but it
stands also vitally related to His
work, to His death. The efficacy of
His death stands or falls with the re-
surrection, If Christ is still in the
tomb, if He is not risen, then it ‘s
idle to talk of His atoning death, of
his vicarious sacrifice. But if it is in-
deed true that He has come forth
from the grave, then we have the
Divine seal upon His death as accept-
ed of God for the sins of the race, and
hence our sins are covered by His
blood, and so are put away through
the - blood of His cross. He died for
our sins and rose again for our justi-
fication, or He died because we had
sinned, and He rose again because
we are justified.

TAKE AWAY

Take away the resurrection and
we have no substitution, no sacrifice,
no pardon, His death avails no more
than the death of Socrates or any
other good man. We have then no
Gospel to preach, for the Gospel is
emptied of all of its saving content.
Take away the resurrection and you
have left His words and His life, both
matchless, but apart from His death
and resurrection, we have no Gospel
worthy of the name.

The trustworthiness of the New
Testament stands or falls with the
resurrection of Jesus Christ from the
dead.

The New Testament is founded up-
on this fact. The early apostles were
witnesses of the resurrection, and if
Christ is not risen, then they all who
have succeeded them in the same tes-
timony are false witnesses. This is
a maral impossibility, for men to give
themselves with enthusiasm and with
sacrifice to what they know to be

false. These men were not deceivers |
on the one hand, and they were
not laboring under an illusion on the !
other, no, they were telling the truth |
and hence their testimony is trust- |
worthy. |

But linked also with the resurrec-
tion of Jesus Christ is the faith we
hold as Christians and our hope - of |
immortality. If Christ be pot risen
then our faith is vain. It is empty. |
There is nothing for us to take hold |
