An extraordinary career ended
with the passing away of Madame
Thebes in Paris recently. Until the
outbreak of the gar her propheiic
genius won world-Wide renown, but
for the last year or two her guessiny
has been wont to miss rather thanl
hake the mark.

She has been one of the romantic
figures of i’aris for a lnumber of
years. Whbibth guod looks, mag-
netic personality and her \mcu'nn,v
insight, she has won her way into
some of the most exciusive salons.
She alays wore an air of mysticism
and after the manner of her Find
was apt to go into trances for in-
definite periods . Her tongue was
two-edged an dshe was feared as
much as she was feted.

Madame Thebes has had -a
length career and for some time
past her health had been [failing.

Her son was killed recently in the
war. When interviewed in Paris
last March she was a broken-down
old woman shivering by the fire,
hut with lambent flames of her old
spirit still appearing at times.

“The disappearance of one of thz
principal authors of the war wid
bring about a great change,” she
said on this occasion.

““Which of the two 1 cannot tell.
The future is too dim. Many shape-
less shadows pass my eyes, The
sinster old ma®w and the modern
Nero. Both of them are marked
mwen. Death follows them and will
suddenly betray them both. The
Hohenzollern will die a madman or
clse by violent means, suicide or as-
sassination, I cannot say which. The
Empress and Prince Henry of Prus-
sia an dperhaps one of his sons, wi'l
alone survive the Kaiser.” The
“‘old man” referred to is presumably
the late Franeis Josef of Austria.
She foretold with accuracy the
death of the death of Pope Pius, and
months before the war clouds loom-
ed up she prophecied that France n
1914 would be drawn into-a great
war from which she would emerg:
victorious. .

Book of DYredictions
It was the habit of ~Madame
Thebes to issue an annual book ot
predictions, and in her volume for
1915 she foretold the latest earth-

quake in Italy, which occurred in
January, 1915. Among other suc-
cessful propresies were the fall of

Khartoum, the assassination of
President Carnot, and the death of
Queen Victoria.

her really remarkable
prophecies was that of the great
bazaar fire which occurred in Paris
some years/ago, and in which many
of the French noblesse lost their
lives.

It must be admitted tit most of
Madame Thebes’ prophecies regard-
i‘ng the war have' already ProVed
fallacious, and her popularity 'awned
in proportion. There was a time
hwen the French people had the ut-
most faith ?'1 everything their see-
es told theni.

In any event, the sayings of Ma-
r[dame Thebes will be missed from
the strange conglometation of fact
and fancy thatis Paris.

INSECTS AS .
TRAVELLERS

Moths{ Butt;;'flies, and
Beetles Often Make Long

Distarice Journeys
P

William Evans, a Scottish natur-
alist, who has made a lifelong study
of the fauna of Scotland, obtained
from a dozen Scottish lighthouses
241 species of insects, which include
two butterflies, 159 moths, 188 cad-
dis flies and lacewings, 40 diptera,
10 beetles and a dozen other species.

Most of the specimens were males.
To reach the Isle of May, in the
Firth of Forth, where Mr. Evans
collected most  of his insects, many
of the specimens must have flown
across several miles of sea. !

In his records Mr. Evans calls at-
tention to several other extraordin-
ary flights of insects. |

Thus, lh%@lnted lady,” or this-
tle butterfly (Pyrameis cardui), has
been known to cross the Alps; the
red admiral butterfly (Vanessa ata-
lanta) has landed in numbers on the
deck of a vessel 1,500 miles from the
coast of England; the common white
butterflies cross the English chan-
nel in clouds; the famous milkweed
butterfly (Danais.archippus), abun-
dant everywhere~ in the United
States, is said to make a 200-mile
journey from California to the Ha-
wailian islands and has gradually
progressed by way of the south sea
islands as far as Australia.
