Photographing a Firing Gun.

“Fire the six-pounder first,” came
the order from the br:dge, and like a
flash every man was at his post. Again
and again the gun was fired—shot after
shot in rapid succession. As the pow-
der is smokeless, there was only a flash
and all was clear. These guns are used

in battle against torpedo-boats and the
unarmored parts of ships at close range.
I was congratulating myself it was not
80 bad after all, when the order to try
the four-inch gun was given. The cart-
ridges used here weigh fifty pounds.
The pointer and trainer, two diferent
men, each uses a telescopic sight. The
trainer must keep a vertical wire in his
sight on the middle of the target by
training the gun literally, while the
pointer is responsible for the range and
must decide when to fire.. The target
could be hit at every shot if it were not
for the concussion which continually
knocks the sight out of place. The man
who keeps the score uses powerful mar-
ine glasses, and through these he can
see the shell hit the target.

I was only six feet from this gun
when the first shot was fired, and was
looking intently in the top of the cam-
era at the great machine, and the men
so beautifully reflected on the mirror.
I have a dim recollection of hearing the
word ‘Fire!” and then a great many
things happened. It seemed as if the
whole ship shook, and the very pin in

I my hat loosened. A strange light ap-

peared in the camera. T released the
shutter, pushed in the sfide, and the
photograph was saved. Another plate
was quickly inserted, but by this time
pieces of the ground glass were flying
in my face. At the next shot the Ins-
board fel from its fastenings, and
photegraphing was ended for the day.
