The help which the
states will give the counties is substan-
tial; and, meantime, electric railroads be-
tween cities and town all over the West-
ern States are making communication far
easier than of old. Doubtless the devel-
opment of the highways and the trolley
ways will, in the general interest, have
to be harmonized, 'as a writer in the
North American Review recently suggest-
ed. 'No less than 81 states are building
trolley roads at present; and .23 are pro-
jected in New York State alone.

Concerning the proposed visit to Koot-
enay of a number of prominent Vic-
torians, the Spokane Chronicle says: The
Victoria Board of Trade has at last
awakened to the importance of securing
closer relations with the mining districts
of West Kootenay and proposes to send
40 of its members through that part of

She
was great and respected before the Saxon
had set foot in Britian, before the Krank
had passed the Rhine, when Grecian elo-
quence still flourished at Antioch, when
idols were still worshipped in the temple
of Mecca. And she may ‘still exist in
undiminished vigor, when some traveler
from New Zealand shall, in the midst of
vast solitude, take his stand on @ broken
arch of London Bridge ito sketch the
ruing of St. Paul’s.”

Again he writes: ‘““When we reflect on
the tremendous assaults she has sur-
vived, we find it difficult to conceive
in what way she is to perish.” This is
what you call ‘‘that strange piece of
pessimism of his.”

LUMBER TRADE NOTES.

A littie over two years ago a contract
was entered into by commissioners re-
presenting the owners of the land known
as the Pitt Meadows and the Western
Canada Dredging Co., the Messrs. Mc-
Lean Bros., of this city, for the construc-
tion of a dyke covering an area of many
thousands of acres, and miles in _extent,
north of the railway and south of the
Lillooett river. The work was completed,
but the high water of last year demon-
strated the necessity of raising the dyke
by at least three feet., This is now being
done. Meantime, T. 8. Higginson, who is
a large owner of land on the Meadows,
determined to test the feasibility of rais-
ing a crop this year. The success of the
venture was doubted by many,. yet he
persevered in his determination, and with
such success that it is certain a much
larger area will be put under crop next
summer, Mr, Higginson’s interest in the
total area is about 1,000 acres, all choice
land, The work done by the.Mclean
Bros. was first-class and notwithstanding
the continued high water which prevail-
ed this season and for a longér period
than ever known before, the dyke with-
stood the pressure and all the land with-
in its range was as dry as a bone, wnilst
outside the land was under water to the
extent of several feet

It was late in November when Mr.,
Higginson resolved upon ploughing a
few acres; but it was not till April that
he began the work in earnest. 'He fenced
in some 235 acres, of which he has now
125 under c¢rop. Around the entire estate
following the fence is a drain which car-
ries ‘off the surface and other ‘water.
‘'There are other - drains’ through' the
flelds three feet wide at the ‘top and a
couple of feet in depth. The inténtion
now is to.'run lateral drains in various
directions to lead into a’ main one. This
will thoroughly under-drain ‘the land,
which when pulverized will yield prolit~
cally. Of the acreage under crop, 30 are
in oats; 10 in wheat; 5 in buckwhneat; 1V
peas; 30 peas and oats for fodder- pur-
poses; 2 1-2 potatoes; 5 corn and ‘the
balance in a garden and yards. Better
buckwheat never grew; peas are also a
good crop, and the oats are coming on
well and will be excellent. The buck-
wheat is well-headed and in size is over
six feet, as are also the peas and some
of the oats, which are well  headed and
the stalks healthy. The other crops are
promising. The season has been a favor-
able one, even if a little dry, the growing
crops will yet attain maturity. 8. G.
Roseborough, a practical farmer trom
Peterbaro’, Ont., is the manager and from
him it was learned during a recent visit
to the plaee that spring ploughing was
begun on April 12th, the seed sown and
planted from that period up to the 6th
and 7th of June, the latter being the date
on which the buckwheat was sown. In
carrying on the work so far Mr, Rose-
borough is assisted by a gang of five
men, five spans ot horses, all nne well~
bred animals of Clydesdale and Shire
stock. The greatest praise is due tor
what has been accomplished since the
middle of April. In addition to all that
has already been mentioned over 1,000
tons of hay have been cut, cured and
either put unaer cover in the immense
barn just built or stacked in convemenr_
places on the prairie.
