Sarayevo, Bosnia, June 29. — Mar­
tial law was proclaimed today both in 
the city and 'the district o£ Sarayevo 
in consequence of the assassination 
yesterday of Archduke Franz Ferdin­
and and the Duchess of Hohenberg.

Death masks of the archduke and 
the ditches were taken today and the 
bodies placed on a catafalque in the 
chapel of the palace and surrounded 
by a magnificent display of wreaths 
and other floral emblems from all 
parts of the country.

According to the semi-official re­
port of the tragedy, when Gaviro 
Prinzlp, the young assassin, fired the 
fatal shots, Field Marshall Oskar 
Potiorek, governor of Bosnia, was 
seated in the archdukes’ motor car. 
Count Francis Von Harrach was 
standing on the footboard of the car 
acting as a shield to the occupants, 
of whom he constituted himself the 
special guard after the bomb had 
been thrown a short time before by 
Nedejo Gabrinovics.

Sarayevo, June 29 (Bulletin). — A 
bomb thrown by a youth standing on 
the corner of the main street of the 
Bosnian capital, was the signal this 
morning for a serious anti-Servian 
outbreak, which the troops found 
considerable difficulty in quelling.

The only damage done by the bomb 
was a slight injury to a passing Mus­
sulman, but the rougher element seiz­
ed on the incident as an excuse to 
start a demonstration. They were 
joined by a number of Croatian stud­
ents and the crowd passed along the 
streets stoning the windows of Serv­
ian shops," clubs, schools and houses 
and looting the interiors. s

The manifestants proceeded to par­
ade the streets with a portarait of 
Emperor Francis Joseph at their 
head. They sang the Austrian na­
tional anthem, and attacked every­
thing Servian until they were con-
