“Brown Guano.”

A profitable source of vile income
has lately been declared illegal in
Egypt. The wise men of the days
of the Pharaohs believed that after
3,000 years people won!d-return te
animate their earthly bodies, which
it was therefore of the hilghest im
portance shounld be preserved for
reanimation. Accordingly while all
the wisdom of the most skilful
chemists was enlisted in the prepara-

tion of wealthy mummies, in case of

the poor the bodies were merely
saturated with bitumen, or natron,
baked in an oven, swathed in woolen
rags, then tied up in a mat of palm
leaves and laid away to rest in the
great sepulchres in rows of thous-
ands. hile the mighty Pharaohs,
their powerful relatives and haughty
priests and nobles have thus been
preserved to serve as mummies for
the museums of every town in the
barbarian world, are converted into
pills and potions for the healing
of various diseases, or into charcoal
to. be used in refining sugar, the
most hideous form of utilitarian
desecration has been shown by the
degenerate Egyptians of our days
in selling the tens and. hundreds of
thousands of lower-class mummies
to merchant vessels at so much per
ton to fertilize foreign fields. From
the innumerable tombs near Mem-
plhis and in other parts of Egypt,
long strings of camels were employ-
ed until quite recently in openly
carrying this human bone dust to
vessels in the harbor at Alexandria;
while large quantities of such human
remaing, under the name of * brown
guano,” were brought to the vessels
in cargo-boats from the ancient
sepulchres and catacowbs which
honeycomb the rocky ridge near
Alexandria itself.

ps'that had all been laid away
perhaps before the (ays of Joseph,
shovelled up together with the accu-
mulated brown dust, carried up the
ships’ sides in baskets and dumped
into the hold to be conveyed to
England where the regular price
was £6 10s., or about $32 per ton—
a price that gave the manufacturers
of fertilizers a good profit by mixing
the stuff with Peruvian guano.

The Latest Crop Estimate.

By the 10th of cach month the
Department of agriculture bhas
analyzed and formulated the results
of its crop reports for the previous
month. The average of Spring
wheat is 97, the same as in 1882,
but higher than that for any previous
August since 1877,

The condition of oats is now
advanced from 99 to 100—a figure
surpassed only last August since
1878. Tho average for barley is 95,
the same as in August last year, but
higher than in_any previous August
since 1874. From present indica-
tions the potato crop will be im
mense, the condition averaging 101.
Tho promise, bowever, is better in
Central States of the West than on
the Northern horder where the soil
has been saturated with moisture.
The area under buckwheat is equal
to last year’s and the condition is
high, represented by 99. ~ The aver-
age condition of tebacco is 88. The
condition of cotton is lower in every
state except Virginia, the average
having fallen from 90 to 80.

A ceblegram from the London
statistical agent of the Department
says the weather has been unsettled
during the first 10 days of August,
and the temperature has been low
for the time of the year. The wheat
stocks are largciy accumulating.
The quality of the new crop is fair;
but the yield will be shert. The
total output of the European wheat
will be one-fifth less than last year,
and one.tenth below the average.
German, French and Raussian ad-
vices are worse accordingly to the
agent; though other advices will
hardly sopport this opimion.—
Rural New- Yorker.

Price of Cattle.

The decline in the price of cattle
is the subject of deprecation or con-
gratulation as the speaker is a sciler
or buyer—a producer or consumor.
Although live stock bas increased
here oven in greater ratio than our

opulation, the present fall cannot
ge due to over-production, for beof
is still seon on millions of tables
much more rarely than it ought to

_be. The fact is that there was a
¢« hoom” in beef last year; prices
too high in viéw of the cost of rais-
ing cattle, and they are now falling
te the legitypate lovel—accommo-
dating thggfelves to the general
law of avel , which applies to the
cattle interests as well as to all
otker stable interests of the ceuntry.
Last year the country enjoyed a
« boom” in nearly all agricultural
prodacts, and now there is a general
tendency to shrinkage in values.
While stook is: low in comparison
with prices in 1882, it is still high
in comparison with those of 1880
and 1879, and is by no means below
the limit qf profitable production.

The Harvest Prospects in England.

I. Meore reports that the yield of
wheat will be 8} per cent, below the
standard average per acre, and that
of barley 6 per cent. below the
average. The yicld of oats he says,
will be six per cent. above the ave-
rage, and that of potatoes 20 per
cent. above.

just ‘been gallantly defended and
honorablysurrendered by the yeteran
whe died on Wedneeday in the ful-
ness of years and of honors, the
whole country rang with the fame
or his heroic achievement. Paradox-
ical a8 it may seem, the gallant de-
fence of Kars by Williams, unsuc-
cessful though it was in the end, was
regarded at the time as almost a
greater glory for England than the
capture  of  Sebastopol itself.
Williams and his staff were no
sooncor released from their captivity
in Russia than they became the
heroes of the war. They had de-
fended the place for months against
an overwhelming Russian force,
commanded by a skilful general;
they had intused a spirit of extra-
ordinary endursnce into the half-
starved and ill-equipped Turkish
troops who formed their only gar-
rison ; they had twice repulsed the
determined assaults of their be-
siegers, and they had capitulated at
last, not because they were van-
quished in battle, nor because their
fortifications had been breached, but
because their food was exhausted,
and there was no prospect of relief
from any quarter. The work they
had undertaken was uccomplished,
however. Kars had held out until
Sebastopol had been taker and until
the winter was at hand. Peace
came with the spring, and Kars
was once more wrested from the
Russian grasp and restored to the
Ottoman Empire. The whole coun-
try was stirred by the story of the
siege, and - Sir William Fenwick
Williams was preclaimed as the
the ehief hero of a war which bad
tarnished so many reputations.
He was appointed British Com-
missioner to the Turkish forces, and
in this capacity he was attached for
a short time to the hesd-quarters of
Lord Raglan at Varna, when the
allied troops were encamped there,
in the summer of 1854, before the
expedition to the Crimea, Ie was
despatched to Erzeroump and in
1855, having, after considerable
hesitation and delay, been nomina-
ted Ferik, or General, by the Sultan,
he assumed the virtual command of
the Turkish troops beleaguered in
Kars. When Williams appeared at
Kars invested with sabstantive rank
and authority, the Pashas at that
place soon found they bad wet their
master. He found corruption and
peculation universal, but by dint of
unceasing vigilance and exertion he
gradually brought order out of con-
fusion, inspired the troops with con-
fidence and the delinquents with
terror, and undertook the vigorous
defence of the fortress. ‘¢ Veeliams
Pasha,” said a Kurdish chieftain to
Dr. Sandwith on his journcy home,
“made our Pashas eat dirt and fed
the Karslis with fine flour ”—and
the sentence accurately describes
the change wrought by Williams in
the defence of Kars. Twice during
bis command of the city did the

Slaughtering Buffaloes.

Great Danger that these Animals
will Soon Become Extinct.

From the Helena Independent.
In going down the Yellowstone
and across the vast region lying be-
tween Glendive and Mandan, one is
struck with the evident scarcity of
game. This famous region, where
two or three years ago, herds of
buffalo, antelope, and deer were to
be‘'seen on every side, is now to all
appearances stripped of its game.
For the entire distance from Living-
ston to Mandan [ only saw two or
threc small bands of untelope, and
not a sign of a deer or buffalo. The
fact is, the slaughter of buffalo and
deer has been immense for the past
two years, and pariicularly of the
former. It is estimated that turing
the past year there have been a
thousand hunters cngaged in the
business of slaughtering buffaloes
along the line of the Northorn
Pacific between Mandan and Living-
ston. An eagleeyed hunter got
aboard of the train at Gilendive, and
he gave me the following Interesting
details as to the modus operandi in
slaughtering herds of buffalo :
In the first place, the experienced
hanter uses the Sharps rifle, 49 90
calibre.. With this he can kill at
1,000 yards. When he sces a"berd
of buffalo he usually slips np to
within convenient range, from 300
to 500 yards, and always selects a
cow for his first victim. lle does
this for the reason that the cow is
followed by both her yearling and
two-year-old calves, and they will
usually stand by her to the last.
But under no circumstances will the
experienced hunter kill his buffalo
outright. If he docs, the herd will
stampede at once. The policy is to
wound fatally, but so the animal
will dash around in a circle before
falling. This it alwavs does when
mortally wounded, and after a few
moments lies down  The remainder
of the herd are not alarmed at this,
but contioue to gaze or look on,
dazed speetators of the tragedy being
enacted. After his first shot the
bunter pauses until quict is restored,
and again flres at another cow with
similar results. He always aims to
put his ball just behind the fore
sheculder, which will cause death in
five minutes at furthest. When the
cows have all been slain, he then
turns his attention to the calves,
and lastly to the bulls. The expeori-
enced hunter genorally hags his en-
tire herd unless he is so unfortunate
as to drop his game immediately,
when all the survivors stampede at
once. The buffalo does not scare at
the crack of a gun. He has decid-
edly more courage than discretion.
It is oaly when the crack is follow-
ed by an immediate fall that he
resalizes its deadly nature and tukes
alarm. The policy of killing the
cows first and then the calves' has
resulted in tho almost utter extinc-
tion of the female buffalo. Ilerds
of melancholy bulls can still occa-
sionally be seen, somotimes in bands
of twenty or thirty, and often with-
out a single cow. The few remain-
ing cows always choose from the
young blood of the herd.
The buffalo bull after he passes
his fourth year loscs his attractive-
ness to the opposite sex, and thoe
aversion seems to be mutual

| Dr. Frank L. Rea’s Death.

sioge He Detects a Carbuncle on his Lip—

Then Locks his Office and Goes
Home to Die.

Cuicago, Aug. 12.—Dr. Frank L.
Rea, assistant
apatomy in the College of Phy-
sicians abd Surgeons, died on Friday
of malignant facial carbuncle. His
death has attracted a great deal of
attention from medical men in the
city. The history of his affliction
was related by one of his associates.
On Tuesday, July 81, he was sitting
in his office when he felt a prickling

upper lip. - He wont down stairs to
a druggist, and asked him to plack
a hair out of his moustache over
the place of the pain. The druggist
complied with the request, and,
when he’had plucked the hair, Rea
looked at its bulbless end, and said :

“Mr. Jacobson, that i§ the last of
me; it is & facial carbuncle. I will
lock up my office, bid you good-by,
and go home to die.”

The druggist laughed at him, but
the young physician locked his door
and went away, leaviug a card that
he did not know when he would re-
tarn. He went at once to his
uncle’s house and told bim what he
had experienced, adding :

“] am done for, I will never bave
another well day, and will be dead
in ten days.”
The family laughed at him, and
be retorted by drawing out his diary
and 'writing this:
“Carbancle started on my lip.- I
know what it means. No post
mortem, if you please.”

Beneath the entry were two num-
bers corresponding to pages in a
standard author, in which the re-
markable fatality of the disease is
spoken of. The Doctor had got his
intimate acquaintance of the disease
by treating the case of a fellow-
student, Mr. FEagle, which ended
fataily at the hospital a;year ago.
After making the entry he persisted
in tulking of his spproaching death,
and made all his plans. Everything
was done to distract his attention,
but without avail. The sore was
opened and cauterized. A weeck
ago last Friday another pimple ap
peared about the same time on the
other side of his lip. A day or two
afterward 1t was opened and cauter-
ized. The diseasc remained indiffer-
ent for a day or two. The Doctor’s
temperature then arose to 134 and
his pulse to 140. He' went to bed
on Monday, and was in a comatose
condition from that time *@intil he
died, five days later. Death was
due to the facial veins absorbing the
poison of the sore and carrying it
to the brain, where it formed a
fangus growth that put him to sleep
and, by the sympathy of the nerves,
caused his features to swell beyond
recognition, the eyes being pried
almost out of the sockets.
