A contemporary 
takes the year 1840 to get far enough 
back to show how Great Britain has 
developed under free trade. 1840 
a very good year to begin with but lie 
might hare gone back to 1830 and got 
a still better start. It will perhaps 
not be wasting time to look at some 
of the real causes that have led to the 
immense development of British trade 
and commerce in the last sixty years 
The old couplet runs ‘ There was a 
time ere England’s ills began that every 
rood of ground maintained its man” 
But that was before free trade was 
fashionable. It was in the good old 
days of protection, when English 
agriculture more than supplied the 
wants of the English people. The 
man who has money to invest is cau­
tious, he wants to be sure of results.

The man who has money to invest 
and who expects his energies to amass 
a fortune wants to be reasonably sure 
that lie will be allowed to enjoy the 
fruits of his labors. It has been said 
that England is the beet governed 
country in the old world and has been 
for the last three centuries at least 
When Europe was an armed camp 
and there was distrust and insecurity 
everywhere, &o secure was life and 
property in England that it came to 
be expressed in the words “An English­
man’s house is his castle.” Since the 
destruction of the Spanish Armada no 
foreign foe has attempted to set foot 
in England. There has been no civil 
war since the revo ution of 1688 and 
this was only a change of rulers with 
out violence To show wlnt advance 
the English mind had made in the 
principles of government even in the 
first, quarter of the seventeenth cen­
tury it is only necessary to study 
the man of the Mayflower.

Look at Europe in the eighteenth 
century. The wars of Marlborough; 
the wars of Louis; the wars of Frederic 
the Great; the century closing with 
the French revolution, out of which 
came, according to Macaulay, a new 
woild. What was England doing 
during this centuiy? Enriching her­
self under a protective tariff. True, 
she was ready to take a hand in every 
affrav in any part of the world and 
expended 800,000,000 pounds sterl­
ing to pay the bills, but this did not 
touch the immense wealth that had 
been created in the last one hundred 
years. It was only a small amount 
that she kept in her outside pocket to 
assist her friends or to govern her own 
territory.

In 1769 Arkwright took out his 
patent for the spinring-jenny and the 
cotton lords were generated. British 
gold was then the terror of her 
enemies in every land. The nine- 
teenth century began with war in 
Europe. Napoleon like a tempest, 
swept over the continent. Trade was 
paralyzed. Every exile looked to 
England as the promised land. Money 
was not so safe anywhere as in Eng­
land and to England capital flowed. 
Fifteen years of the new cenLiry had 
passed away. Waterloo Jnkd been 
fought and,lost and wot. The na­
tions were worn out by war and man 
began to realize that war was not the 
normal condition of the human 
race.

The on­
ly arguments that could be advanced 
against woman suffrage had their origin 
in the barbarie paat, when women were 
either the decorated toy or the degrad* 
ed drudge of men. Under the present 
conditions of society no sound argument 
could be advanced against the principle. 
In the eyee and minds of the people ef 
this country, as well aa of the women 
themaelvee, a certain Inferiority and 
humiliation ia placed upon women by 
reason of their not . having the right of 
franchise. The Indians of the country, 
in some caaee, have been given the right 
to vote, but it is witheld from the in* 
telligent women of this country.

Mr. Sivewright—They bought all the 
Indians up in Haldimand.

Hon Mr Emmersou—Yes, and they 
bought a good many white men. There 
are constituencies in Ontario where it 
was found impossible to buy an Indian 
vote, so dearly did they prize the fran­
chise, and I venture the usseition that 
if the franchise were extended to the 
women of this country, they ceuld not 
be purchased. (Applause.) The wo­
men of this country, on the whole, at* 
fully equal to men in intellectual cap­
acity; as far as morale are concerned they 
are immeasurably ahead.

This brings 
us to 1840, tile year our liberal friends 
make at the starting point of their 
statistics. Almost before the world 
knew it, England was gvidironed 
with railroads, constructed with their 
own money, by their own engineers, 
with iron dug out of their own mines, 
manufactured in their own rolling-mills, 
in short all the work done at borne.
Hero was an expansion of trade, but 
it was principally at home The out­
side world quickly saw the advant­
ages of railroads. The United States 
wanted railroads, Europe waited rail­
roads, and laver, India, Africa and 
Japan wanted railroads. England 
had the Engineers, the iron ore, 
the melting furnaces, the rolling-mills, 
appliances for manufacturing every 
ar.icle that was required for construct­
ing the roads and money to loan to 
pay for the works, and to England 
the world went. Is itbuiprising that 
the trade of England expanded in 
those year*? ' It would have expand­
ed, under any fiscal policy that the 
government adopted. But the develop­
ment of railroads was but one factor.
It has been shown that Arkwright 
perfected the spinning-jenny in 1769 
and died before the century closed, 
worth a h -If million sterling and, by 
the yeui 1833, the official value of 
cotton goods manufactured had reach­
ed the enormous amount of 46 000,- 
000 pounds sterling, or $230,000.- 
000. having risen in the thirty-three 
years of the century from 5,854,057 
pounds. In the same time the iron 
made in Great Britain had increased 
from 170,000 tons to 5 000,000 tons.
This was before free trade.

In 1819 the first si earner crossed 
the Atlantic. Twenty years later,
1840 again, England realized that to 
keep her supremacy on the sea she 
must have a steam fleet. Since that 
date the greatest steem mercantile 
fleet owned by any civilized country 
has been turned out of ^he ship-yards 
of Great Britain. Is there not a 
change for expansion of trade? But 
that is not all. Russia wanted irun- 

- clads, Germany wanted ironclads,
Italy wanted ironclads, Japan wanted 
ironclads and China wanted ironclads.

Resolved, That while this house recog­
nizes the importance of the question of 
woman suffrage, as one to which promin­
ence has recently been given in political 
discussions in other countries, it is not 
deemed expedient to declare in favor of 
that principle at tho.present time, and 
especially in the absence of a clear ex­
pression of public opinion in its favor; 
and that it is, therefore, undesirable now 
to refer the said bill to a committee of 
the whole.

Hon. Mr. Emmeraon was opposed to 
the amendment. While the bill did 
not go as far as it should—while it did 
not in any sense voice the opinion of 
those who are promoting this movement 
in the maritime provinces—yet na a step 
in the right direction he would .support 
it. It was well known to hum’ mem­
bers that another bill had been intro­
duced, which had been placed in his 
hands by the W. C. T. U. and which 
voiced, in part at least, their sentiments. 
That bill gave the right to women to 
vote upon the same basis as men now 
have it, except that it did not geito the 
extent of residential womanhood suff­
rage The introducer of this bill simp­
ly proposed that the right of suffrage 
should be Conferred upon widows and 
spinsters in certain cases. He (Erumer- 
eon) objected to stopping there. It 
must be conceded that those who favor­
ed this hill did so upon the basis of pro­
perty qualification; they should, in

Mr. Killam—I am in favor of that.
Hon. Mr. Emmerson said if women 

who had the right to vote were forced 
to give it up as soon as they got mar­
ried y serious barrier would be created 
against entering the matrimonii state. 
It was said that the exercise ot the 
franchise would diminish the respect we 
have for women. That argument was 
an utter fallacy. It must be conceded 
that this movement had made giant 
strides in comparatively recent years 
Fifty years ago there was no sueh thing 
known as » woman voting. Now, in 
many of the states of the union they 
have the foil right of suffrage; in almost 
all they have either school or municipal 
suffrage. Within the memory of the 
present members of this house, if a bill 
such ns this had been introduced it 
would have been ridiculed by the press 
and people. Now the rame» of Lord 
Salisbury, Mr. Gladstone, Mr. Bright 
and others who had reached the highest 
pinnacle of fame in the mother country, 
and in this country the names of Sir 
John Macdonald and Mr. Blake were

them rests the duty of exercising it.
Year after year petitions had been re­

ceived in favor of woman suffrage, and 
if consideration of this mutter hod been 
deferred until next week netitions would 
have been received signed by many 
thousands of the women of this country. 
The movement had been called a radical 
one. It was uot so radical but that the 
government in 1885 thought it should 
be incorporated in the law of the land. 
If it was radical now it was radical when 
the legislature conceded to women thi 
rigjit to vote in municipal affaire upon 
the basis of property. At this very ses­
sion a law had been passed recognizing 
that a married woman had a separate 
existence and separate property rights 
from those of her * husband. Yet this 
legislature was asked to say that women 
who could convey their property should 
not have the right to a voice in the 1»| 
islation by which that property was 
fected. We give her voice in the selec­
tion of county councillors, and yet deny 
her a voice in the selection of those 
who come here to puss the laws that 
govern her.

Several hon gentlemen have referred 
to the fact that woman’s place is the 
home. That is a beautiful fact which 
nobody denies. But where ia man’s 
place? In the vast majority of oases his 
place is the home too, and if his place 
is considered to be the workshop, or the 
business office, what is there 
this fact which gives him a superior right 
to cast a ballot? The women of the 
country attend political meetings and 
display an intelligent interest. Their 
-ntereat would be still grater if they had 
an influence. The principle of woman 
suffrage is bound to prevail. It is use­
less for men who mistake prejudice for 
principle, and usage far righteousness, 
to set themselves against the tide that 
is rushing onward. Every time the 
question is discussed it has an educa­
tional influence for good; it is leading 
the best women of our country to taki 
an interest w hich they did not formerly 
feel in the affairs of the country. There 
are too many women in this land who 
do not read the newapapers, exeept the 
marriage and death toluma*. They 
think it is infra dig, because their ed­
ucation has not been in that direction. 
Every argument advanced against the 
franchise of woman is a blow at her in­
dividuality. We should grant them this 
right, which will elevate their own self- 
respect, and place them in an equal posi­
tion w»'th men, whose equals they are. 
(Applause.)

ing a woman. The claim can only be 
recognized when it is felt or shown that 
it is in the public interests. When it is 
asked why have not the women of the 
countr the same right to vote as the 
men, it was to be noted that in the past 
they have net exercised it, in any Eng­
lish speaking community, with the ex­
ception ot one or two states of the union, 
and the colony of New Zealand. The 
reasoa why the ballot has not been placed 
in the hands ef the women is because 
they have not been recognized as taking 
a part in the government ot the country 
They have uot been law-makers, Dread- 
winners, soldiers, nor sailors, nor dis­
charged any of those wide national func­
tions upon which the very existence of 
the state depends. It had been argued 
that already progress had been made in 
that direction that the ballot had been 
given to wemen in municipal elections, 
and, therefore, it should be given them 
in parliamentary elections. There is all 
the difference in the world between mun­
icipal and parliamentary government. 
One deals with the care ef roods and 
streets and with the administration of 
purely local affaire; the other with for­
eign and internal matters affecting the 
whole state. In municipal elections the 
vote is only given to women who have 
property, because that property is the 
subject of direct taxation for civic pur­
poses, and because it is not thought fair 
to call upon any portion of the property 
to contribute unless it is in some way 
represented. The moment you step out­
side of the principal arena you are in an 
arena where every man is recognized as 
having a voice whether he is possessed 
of property or uot. When the principle 
is once recognized that property whether 
owned by a man or a woman, is entitled 
to a voice in all parliamentary elections, 
it will be impossible to atop there. It 
will then be Impossible logically to resist 
a demand for full womanhood suffrage 
in couiformitv with full manhood suf­
frage which the country now practically 
possesses. If it is recognized that the 
law of nature imposes nodiatinetion be­
tween men and women in tne govern­
ment of the state, then the only logical 
result is to make that vote the privilege 
of every person In the community, whet­
her married or unmarried, male or fe­
male. He believed that what the strong­
est advocates of woman suffrage were 
really aiming for was the widest posai 
ble extension of the franchise to women.
