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KINDNESS TO ANIMALS.

There is no question that it pays
to be kind and gentle in the trea!-
went of all farm animals Gentle-
ness in the animals themselves is con-
sidered by all, a valuable feature,
but it is one we can scarcely expect
them to possess unless we teach them
its meaning in our treatmentof them.
I always looks badly to me to see a
man’s cows scatter in every direction,
in order teiget away from him when-
ever De enters the yard or pasture
where they are. As a contrast, a
picture often seen at one of my neigh-
vors, rises beforeme. Thisisan old
man who keeps ten or twelve cows,
and takes great pains in the care of
them. I love to see him walk
through the yard where these fine,
motherly loving cows stand chewing
their cuds with their eyes half closed.
As he crowds his way among them,
thev seldom moye unless he asked
‘hem to do so, even though he has a
whip or a fork in his hand. He be-
lieves that gentleness begets gentle-
ness, even with animals,

All domestic animals require seme
kind.of trainings Thethorse usually
receives 8 great-deal, while the cow,
perhaps, receives less attention in
this direction than she ought.. Whag-
ever we wish our animals to know,
or whatever we expect to require of
them, we must teach to them. And
be whe is kind and patient through
all this work of training, will be the
one who will have the best success.
It will probably be necessary to pun-
ish an aaimal sometimes, but it
should be done wisely, and only when
deserved. With an animal, as with
a child, no punishment should be
inflicted for an offence that is purely
accidental. If a cow steps on her
master’s foot when he is tying her in
the stables, it is no reason why he
should give her a kick, even though
he chance to have & corn just where
she placed her foot. Tosome it may
seem too brutal to speak of a man
kicking his cow, butl have seen this
done, not a few times, aud by wen
wbq certainly knew better. Think
of a man trying to break a cow of
the habit of kicking when he indulges
in the same himself.

Kindness to animals demands that
there be uniformity in the course of
treatmert adopted. O herwise they
become confused, and are oflen
blamed when the blame is not theirs.

In order for them to koow their
place and duty at all times, they
must have a master who knows his,
and recognizes tiheirs; one whom
they can trust, and on whom they
can depend. Many a cross, frac-
tious, or unruly animal has been
made so through improper training.
I often imagine ttat I see in some
animal certain traits of his wmaster. |
These dumb creatures around us may
know more than we give them credit
for knowing, and the silent workings
of our influence over them may be
far greater than we suppose.

“ CHEWING THE CUD.”

A very large tribe of animals, of
which sheep and cows are only fami-
liar examples, are called in works of
natural history Ruminuntia because
they all ruminate. they chew the cud.
They do so because their peculiar
organs of digestion requires it.—
They can get their nourishment in
no other way. They have, it is said
in the books, four stomachs, but the
statement is not strictly correct,
for the entire digestion is done in a
single one, that which is called the
fourtb, the other three being only
places for preparatory work. Their
fool is swallowed withoat being
chewed ; the chewing is to come
later. When this unchewed food is
swallowed it passes directly into the
first stomach, to use the common
term ; but the diink which-is taken
goes straight past the ent'ance of
the first into the second. These two
serve only to soak and soften the
coarse food. Wken the first has
done wrat it can, the food passes
out of it into the second, and then
the cow or sheep is ready to chew
the cod.

The second stomach. while busy
at work in soaking the food. keeps
in morion, and gradually rolls it up
iuto masses, so that in the small
upper part there is formed an oblong
solid lump of the size of what we
recognize as the ¢* cud.”

This the animal tbrows vup into the
mouth, and chews with evidently as
much satisfaction as the same act of
masticrtion gives us when we put
the most delicate morsels between
our teeth. When it is sufficiently
chewed, the mass is swallowed, and
its place taken by another which has
been rolled up in ‘tae mean time.

Bat the ** cud ” thus mastieated
does not retarn to the second stomach
from which it has come. It passes
smoothly into the third, a place for
additional lubrication, and then into
the fourth where the true digestion
begins and ends.
