Of
the common spices nutmeg is pro-
bably the most used. It isa native
of the Molucca or Spice islands and
grows directly under the equator.
Mace is the inner coat that lines the
hall of the nutmeg. The nutmeg in
its W{ mace, with the outer hull
surrounding it is often displayed as
a curiosity in New York spice shops.
There are two kinds of nutmegs,
the long, slender shepe, which is
the wild, and the round, which is the
cultivated, nut. The latter is more
oily and much better than the wild
nutmeg. By ecraping the side of a
nutmeg with the finger and noticing
whether ke oil flows, one can
guagd against the worst fraud io this
spicé—the ‘soaked nutmeg.’ Large
quantities of natmeg and other spices
which are brought to market are
soaked in water 10 relieve  them of
their oil. These are afterward sold,
of course, at a low price. but they
have lost their eflicacy asa spice in
losing their oil, and are little bet
ter than the cclebrated wood=
en nulmegs. Always begin grating
at the flower end of the nutmeg,
instead of the stem. :

The clove tree grows all over the
tropical world, and the clove of
commerce is the unexpanded flower
bud of the tree, and is the most
fragrant of any partof it. Cionamou
spice is the inner bark of the cinna-
mon tree. It growsin China and
Ceylon, and is caltivated in the
West Indies and South America. A
great deal of the heavier outer bark
and of the coarse bark of the cassia
tree is sold a8 cinnamon. The best
cinnamon is hardly thicker than
paper and is of rather light color.
Allspice, unlike all other spices, is a
berry. It is gathered while it is
atill green and dried in the sun.
Jamaica allspice is among the best.
It is of a mild flavo:, and is not very
much used in the cookery of tu-day.
The flower buds of the cassia tree
are imported in considerable quantity
annually, and used chiefly iu cooking
for flavoring sweet. pickles, to which
they impart a delicate yel pleasant
distinctive - flavor, different from
cinpamon. Ginger, as every one
knows, is a root which grows all over
the tropical world, in Asia, Africa
and Awerica. White ginger ia com-
posed of the best parts of the root,
from which the outer skin has been
taken off. The ground ginger of
commerce is largely adulterated with
tumeric, flour and va-ious cheaper
materials.

SUMMER FOOD. :

Half the iliness ;hat occurs at one
geason, I think Ican safely say, is
due to improper diet laken at®
another. We hear of people feeling
weak in the spring, or suffering from
those different ailments due to
malnutrition, such as boils, skia
diseases, obesity, or debility, Now
thie would not be so if the person
so adapted his diet to his require-
ments and to the meason. No sens
gible person would think of keeping
a large fire burning in his room in
the summer. If he did, he wculd
undoubtedly soon feel thee ofit
but many a man who would feel him-
self insulied if he were not thought
a sensible person, will eat in the
summer to repletion foods the parti-
cular action of which is to snpply
heat in excess. Ferhaps I cannot
do better here than to explain that
the foods that are converted into
heat--that ie, keep up the heat of
the body—are scarches, sugar, and
fat; and those that more pa -
ly nourish the nervous and mu#€ulae
b¥6tem are the albumen and salts;
and a perusal of, or reference to, the
following table will show what these
are, and also the amounts of the
different constituents they contain.
At a glance the reader will see that
the largest proportion of summer
food sbould consist of green vege-
tables, cooked or as salads ; white or
lean meats, sych ae chicken, gams,
rahbits, veli;on, fish, fraits.

HOW TO CURE SOFT CORNS.

A cure that is simple and said to
be very affective is to apply a pivch
of common white chalk scraped to a
powder. Bind it against the cora
with a linen rag. Repeat this for
several days, and uuless very obe
‘u%in:te the corn w:ll come off like s
shell.

Clover hay, cut fine, and couked
orscalded, makes an excellent mess
for the hogs, especlally if a small
qaeant'ty-of real be sprinkled over it.
The hogs should have bulky food as
well as the hoise and cow, and to
feed it exclusively on concentrated
food will not induce as good results
as amixed diet. A hogfed on a
varied ration will fatten as readily

a8 on corn aloue, and the meat will

be of better quality, but corn should
enlerlargely into the ration.
