Apvearances are deceptive fore he was
merely counting his paces under his breath.
He weaa always fingering his Buddbiet ros-
ary and every minute or so he would drop a
bead. - This act did not record another oray-
er uttered, but one hundred oaces walked.

And then the Thibetan praver barrel was
always slung over his shoulder, the instru-
ment that places a prayer to the credit of
the devout person every time he revolvea it.
But the barrel was packed with tiny field
booke and surveying Inetruments, and no
one ever thouzht of looking in so harmless a
piace for anvthing contraband.

Thus the rosary and the prayer barre' ware
of much practieal service as surveyving in-
struments. and their constant use gave the
explorer an air of the highest respectability
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
