ONE WOMAN
Aid 30 Horses Bined in New York 

Tenement Fire.

Nexv Y'erkj April 0.—Fire-in a four- 
storev tenement house on I’earl street 
early this morning caused the probable 
loss of life of one life and the injury of 
sex-eral occupants.

The flames spread to a rear tenement, 
and from both buildings firemen and po­
licemen carried a number of persons 
xvho xvere overcome by smoke. Mrs. 
Hannah llamlin, 10 years old. jumped 
from the fourth storey, fracturing her 
ankle and receiving other injuries. 
Michael Cunningham, aged GO, xvho slept 
in the cellar, is missing and is supposed 
to have perished. In the cellar of a 
stable, which lies between the two 
houses, 30 horses xvere burned to death. 
The damage is estimated nt $5.000, ex­
clusive of the value of the horses de­
stroyed.

New X'ork. April 6.—The dead woman 
was Julia Isola, 22 years old, xvho lived 
xvith her father, brother and txvo sisters 
on the fourth floor-of the burned build­

ing. She jumped from a xvindoxv after 
j her night clothing had taken fire from 
! the flames which swirled around the 
window where she and her father, broth­
er and sisters xvere waiting for aid. Al­
most before her body struck the stone 
paved street the firemen had raised an 
extension ladder to the window, and 
the other members of the family xvere 
taken doxvn in safety.

XX’hile the rescue of the Insolas was 
in progrès*. Michael Conway, a young 
fireman only recently appointed, was 
carrying his mother doxvn from her flat 
on the top floor to the street. In sev­
eral more trips the young fireman 
brought his sisters to safety, and then 
the father and brothers folloxved.

The fire started in the lower haIIxvay 
of the building, and swept upward, cut­
ting off exit by the stairways. From 
the halls the flames spread quickly to 
the rear of the house, where the fire 
escapes are located, and many occupants 
xvere forced to jump from second and 
third storey xvindows before ladders 
could be erected. •
