FIERC FIGHT.

A SANGUINARY BATTLE BE-
TWEEN SPANIARDS AND MOORS.

Combined Loss Nearly 1,200 Men—
Tribesmen Driven Back at Point
of Spanish Bayonets—Marina's
Camp Surrounded by 16,000 Moors.

Malaga, Spain, July 24 The tseamer
Menorquin, with eighty wounded aboard,
arrived here today from Melilla, where
the hospitals are overcrowded.

the inhamtants of Mehlla are panic
stricken, the successes of the Moors hav
g given rise to fears that they would
aweep down on the city 1tself. 'rrnl-_\' s
battie was sanguinary, there being much
band-to-hand nghting with bayonets.
The Moorish tribes now gathered close
to General Marina's camp are estimated
at 16,000, Their recent losses are said
to have been nearly a thousand. lhe
Spanish forces lost no less than 300 men,
Many people are leaving Melilla.

the Moors were dislodged and retired

Moors made a furious charge and sur
rounded the Spanish column, of whom
many fell before the column was rescued
by reinforcements hurried up by General
Marina.

The battle then became general, the
Epaniards endeavoring to trap the Moors
between two lines of fire. The tribes-
men retreated only when literally hurled
back by the Spanish attack at the point
of the bayonet. At dusk, when there
was a lull in the firing, Col. Cabrera,
while addressing words of cheer to his
wearied men, fell dead from a bullet in
the heart.

With a ery of race the Spanish forces
swept out to avenge their chief, and a
fierce and sanguinary fight with bayo-
nets and sabres followed. The Npan-
iards then withdrew to their original
base. Among those killed is Lieut.-Col.
Hanezmarin, a military expert. The
wounded men are arriving constantly at
this place.

Madrid, July 24.—The general staff to-
day published its report of the casual-
ties in yesterday’s fighting in front of
Melilla. It shows that the Spaniards
lost heavily. A colonel and five other
officers were killed and a colonel and
twelve other officers wounded. The re-

rt says 260 soldiers were wounded,

ut the number of soldiers killed is
withheld, on the ground that the re-
ports are incomplete.

NEWDREADNOUGHTS

British Naval Programme Will Prob-
ably be Extended.

New York, July 25.—A cable despatch
to the Tribune from London says: Four
more Dreadnoughts are likely to be laid
down at once, and a supplementary esti-
mate for the additional cost will be pre-
sented to Parliament early next week.
The defection of the Labor party and
the Radicals is not likely to be serious,
and the general effect of having a larg-
er naval programme will be helpful in
the attempt to carry the budget through
the Lords. The four new battleships,
which will complete the quota of eight,
will outclass the original Dreadnought,
since their armament will include ten
1}inch guns in place of I12-inch, and
their displacement will exceed 25,000
tons. They will also cost considerably
more, for construction and armament.
They will increase the radius of gun fire
and the concentration of engine power
required for maximum speed, and es-
tablish Britain's supremacy in sea power
