JAMAICA.

The following extracts from the reports of 
officers engaged in quelling the rebellion, we 
find in papers received by the last English 
mail.

Col. Hobbs writes :—
I have the honour to report we have been 

most successful in our advance, and I think in. 
a great measure crushed the rebellion in this 
quarter. The troops unper my command, have 
behaved not only with gallantry but with that 
order which becomes British soldiers.

Private Thomas Murton, of the 6th Royal 
Regiment, captured the rebel chief William 
Carr, who entered his house in search of Mr. 
Paterson, with the intention of taking his life. 
He was tried this day by court-martial; and, 
after due deliberation, found guilty and shot. 
This has produced a wonderful effect through- 
out the district.

Since the execution, numbers of rebels have 
come in, having thrown away their arms and 
seeking protection. These men I cannot 
possibly undertake to guard. They are em- 
barrassing the troops, and I believe they are all
