Thursday. June 36.

The late dulness and inactivity have remained 
unabated since oar last. There has been very 
little of any sort of either flour or grain to offer, 
and that little holders have seemed inclined to 
hold Steadily and buyers to seek slowly. There 
has been scarcely any business done, and prices 
have been almost nominal all over. The ten­
dency, however, has been decidedly downwards, 
both from the disinclination to buy here, i and 
from the weakness outside. There has 
been but little change in. the stocks in 
store during the week. They stood 
on Monday morning as follows Flour. 2.000 
bbls.; fall wheat. 63.023 bush.; spring wheat, 79,- 
493 bush.; oats. 6.816 busb.; barley, 4,011 bush.; 
peas. 27,738 bush.; rye. 333 bush., against the cor­
responding date last year Flour. 3.095 bbls.: 
fall wheat. 139.663 bush.; spring wheat. 140.574 
bush.; oats. 1,000 bush.; barley. 68.132 bush. ; peas, 
7,584 busb.; rye, 116 bush. Crop reports have 
been meagre, but no complaints have been 
heard, which at least looks well. Engli-h ad­
vices show a fall of 2d. on red wheat. l*d. on 
corn, and Id. on peas. For the last three days 
there seems to have been little or no demand for 
wheat, and tbe tendency of prices appears to 
have been downwards ; and this, although 
supplies last week were again very 
short. Home deliveries In the whole King­
dom for last week, taking those in the 
registering towns as 40 per cent, of the whole, 
were about 119,000 quarters; and imports 
wete 130.000 to 135.000 quarters of wheat and 185,- 
000 to 190.000 barrels of flour.belng equal to a total 
supply of from 353.000 to 360.000 quarters. 
The quantity of wheat and flour in transit for 
tbe United Kingdom on the 19th insu was 2.176.- 
000 quarters against 2,168,0» on the 12th insL 
and 2,237,500 last year. Imports of wheat and 
flour from September 1 to May 31 were equal to 
11,909,0» quarters of wheat, being at the rate of 
15A74JX» quarters for the whole of the harvest 
year. The actual net Importa in the harvest 
year 1882-83 were 19,933,0» quarters, whence it 
appears that thorateoflmportation has decreased 
considerably in the present year. The decrease, 
however, seems not to have set in very much 
until the last two months, in which they amount­
ed to only 2.292,000 quarters, or at the rate 
of 13.352,0» for the year. Accordingly in these 
two months supplies have been only 3.078.508 
quarters. Including imports and home deliveries.
