10,000 Miles in Asia.

Reater's representative has had an
interview with Dr M A Btein, the
leader of the Indian Government
mission to Centrsl Asia, who reached
London on Thursday.

desert, which marked the extremse
/limit of caltivation in ancient times,
There & great many mofe sand-
buried villages and townships were
explored, with ample reward in the
way of anocient records, dating from
the early centuries of our era.

The beginning of 1907 found me
in the desert of Lob Nor, a region
physically more trying than the
Takiamskap,
(oulties, due to the
'were there inoreaséd by the extreme
irigour of the climate and theoutting
wirds, which always Dblow from the
east in the Tarim basin, As ap
example of the difficulties to be
overcome, I may mentiop that for
the sake of exploring the region
which lay on & long-abandoned
ancient trade route.from China to
the north end of the Taklamakan, I
had to keep fifty men for over three
weeks at ruins whioh were situnated
eight long marches from the nearest
drinkable water.

This was a period of extreme
bardship, The wind was awful,
almost beyond deecription, and the
tbermometer ranged down to 48
degrees below freezing point. The
trages of ancient river-beds, which
were marked by dead trees, and
whioh we crossed again and again,
gave striking proof of the desicoation
which bad overtaken the whols of
the region. The finds of imple-

far removed from any water, fresh
or salt, called up piotures of a life
like that whioch might bave been
lived like lake d wellers in prehistorio
periods. Perbaps the most fascinat-
ing part of the archaeologicsl work
was that which was osrried out
during the spring and early summer
of 1907 in the desert which extends
between the salt marshes of Lob
Nor and the Tan Huang oasis,
marking the extreme west of the
Oainese provinoce of Kansu, There
I was able to trace over a distance of
more than 300 miles the remains of
that anocient frontier wall which, at
the end of the second century before
Cbrist, bad been construsted by the
Chicese for the purpose of protecting
the newly-opened route towards the
west,

Takiog into sccount that the
ground must have been absolutely
desert already in the second century
before Christ, and the great distance
separating the seotions of the wall
from the nearest water, the difficul-
ties overcome by these anoient
Osinese engineers-must have been
indeed formidable, The high watch
towers guarding the line of this wall
at more or less regular intervals
faeilitated thé work of tracing the
remains of what would otherwise be
taken to be a perfeotly level extens«
ive desert. Near the watoh towers
I found relics left behind by the
Chinese posts which then garrisoned
the awful region, . Documents in
wood and bamboo from about 100
B Cdown to the middle of the cene
tary after Christ, when this defensive
line appears to have been definitely
abandoned, were excavated, These
I tound in hundreds within the little
office-rooms of the guard houses, or

The distribation, organi=
zation, and commiseiariat arrangb-
menta.of these frontier forces oan be
exaotly traged in the official orders,
indents, and otber relics which I
found, and many cariouns details of
life among the miserable frontier can
still be recovered,

Onpe of onr mest profitable finds
was the exploration of; what has
proved to be a treasure cave literally
crammed with ancient manusoripts,
paintings, and other Bhuddist re-
maing. These had been deposiled
and hermstically walled up in a side
ohapel of one great Bhuddist sacred
cave. Here I found the whole of a
large temple library, with other
valned .relica. which.. had -been dea
posited there towards the end of the
tenth century of our era, evidently
to save them from a threatened bai-
barous invasion, and which have
ever since remained absolately pro-
teoted both against men spnd the
ravages of the desert. . The manu-
soripls which we reeovered from
their imprisoument of centuries fre-
quently dated in their oldeet portions
- {anfar, back as the first camtgey after
Chriet, but, owing t9 the great mass
of -the reogrda, it y%a8 guite, impos-~
sible to make & thorough examina-
tion, The books were done ump in
bundles; and were practically as
fresh as when depoerited. The num
ber of manuscripts exceeds 4,000,
and, as, far _as can be told, are
approximately in about seven differ-
ent langugges,

‘ Daring the sommer of 1907 a
region of upwards of 20,000 equare
miles was ;surveyed in the high
Nanshan ranges, where the dread of
Tangut robbers and the absence of
guidep made the work.of a partion-
larly anxious character. No human
beings were encounntered, and ooly
the dread of losing their ®ay.pre—~
vented ‘my pony-men and esoort
from oarrying ount their repeated
attempts at mutiny. After a return
to the northern parts of the Tarim
basin during the winter of 1907-8
there was more opportupity for ex-
ploration at a number of spots along
tbe great oaravan route, and this
still furber increased the ocollection
of frescpes and ancient soulptures,
oo, . Then came a hazardous march
right through the Taklamakan, from
oorth to soutb, during which the
epdurance of all of ps was put (o a
very severe test,. My camels had
te  march for mnesuly.two weeks
without water and practically withe
out food, and this plone enabled ue
to arrive safely at the point where
the Karim riger diewsinto the sands.
Great regipns of dead river courser,
which the river had formed since
early periods, formed perhaps the
most dismal ground which has ever
fallen to my lot to visit. Imagine
hundreds of equare. miles covered
with absolutely dead, dense scrub,
and by she ganot skeletons of great
poplar. and_ other trees, which had
been left behind by the ancient
courses of the ever-changing river,
It was a veritable tropioal delta
stricken with death, and the dead
and lesfless forests, with no trace of
life except the tracks of wild camels,
made a scene which oan never be
forgotten,

At the end of last July I started
for the exploration of the bitherto
wholly unsurveyed head waters of the
Khotao River, which had baffled my
attempts at penetrating on two
previous expeditiona: This time
the journey was undertaken from
8 pew dirction, and proved sucoess-
fol. Bat the difficulties experienced
in this meze of terribly rugged
ranges, rising over 20,000 feet, with
deepcut and mostly impassable
valleys, proved exceptionally great.

At the end of a snoccessful expe-
dition in the bigh mountains of the
Kuo Lup, in spite of great loes of
animals, we managed to cross most
of the barren plateaus forming the
extreme porthwest of the Tibetan
uplarda, After reaching the Kara
Kash River we bad only before us
the task of conneoting the surveys
10 the gogth of the great snow range
with thpse to the morth. For this
purpose a water shed ridge bad to
be climbed from the Kara Kash
Valley a§ an elevation of between
20,000 feot sod 21,000 feet.

Here gn the very last day of bis
exploration Dr Stein beopme sgvarely
frost-bitlen while taking a photo-
‘|grapbic panorsma view, whish com-
pelied bim to work on an ige-covered
and eypoped ridge after a climb of
more then nine hours over difffoalt
glaciers, A speedy return to where
mediogl aid popld be obtained became
imperative, but the explorer had the
satisfaction of knowing that the task
which entailed the loss of some of
his toes really marked the conclu=
sious of his programme, — Daily

We regret to report the. death of
Lord Robertson, one of the Jords of
Appeal, who passed away suddenly
yesterday morning at Cap Marstin

Death was due to beart failure, and
was entirely unexpected, his lordship
pat baying been ill previously. The
remaips aze fo- he krought back to
Eogland immediately, thg intention
beiog that the foneral take place at
Wye on Friday or Saturday.

James Patrick Banoerman Robert.
son was boro on Aug 10, 1845, the
sop of the Rev. J. Rodertson of For=
teviot, Pertbsbirp, by Helen, dag.hle,r
of tbe Rev. J, Bannerman, of Cargill,

Thus on both sides he came of a

clerical stock, and is said in his earlier |
years to bave suffered from the ecclz- |
siastical narrowness to which he had

to submit. Graduating as M. A. at

Edinburg, 1864, at which he attained

a considerable amount of success.

In those days there was no Q, C'’'s

among Scottish advocates except law

officers and Deans at Faculty, and

Robertson did not gain that distinct-

ion until he became Solicitor-General
for Scotland. Bat be lost no oppor=

tunities and stood as a Conservative
for Linlitbgow in April, 1880, when

be was defeated by Mr. McLagan.

In November, 1885, however he was
returned for Buteshire’ retaining ‘he
seat until be left Parliament for the
Bench. In the meantime, his party
having come into power, he had bz=en
appointed Solibitor-General for Scot-
land, an office which he resumed on
their return in 1886. Oa the promot

ion of the present Lord Kingsburgh
{McDonald) to be Lord Justice Clerk
or president of the Sscond Division of
the Court of Session, Robertson be=
came Lord Advocate. A polished
and pungent speaker, he was very
effective in debate, snd also did exe
celleat service on the platform in the
country. Naturally, his practice at
the Bar increased, and he was retain=
ed in most of the Scottish appeals to
the Lords. The most notable of these
was the copyright case of Caird vs,
Sime, decided in 1897. The appell-
ant brother of the late Master of Bal
liol, was Professor of Moral Philosop-
by in the University ot Glasgow, and
the question was-whether a hearer of
his oral lectures was entitled to repub-
lish them without his premission.
Robertson led the late Lord Davey—
then Sir Horace Davey—for the ap-
pellant, and the Lords decided in fav
our of the Professor—that there was
no such right, ., This decision was the
basis in large measure of the judg-
ments in Wales vs. Lane, which af-
firmed copywright to exist in news-
paper reports of public addresses
where the actual speaker abandons all
claim, Itis somewhat singular that
a dozen years later Robertson should
have been the only Law Peer who de-
clined to admit the copyright of the
Times in its reports of Lord Rose-
bery's addresses,

In 189x he was sppointed Lord
President in succession to Inglis, who
had so loog adorned the Scottish
Beacb. The chaoge from Westmin-
ster to Edinburgh is believed to have
been by no means welcome to the
new Lord Justice-General. Thbe rou
tine of Court work, unrelieved by the
fray of the political battle, hardly sui-
ted his temperament, The death of
Lord Watson in the autumn of 1899
gave him his opportunity, and he be-
came the Scottish Lord of Appeal in
Ordinary ander the title of Baron
Robertson of Forteviot, No contrast
could bave been greater. Watson
was the greatest lawjyer of his day.
He was 2 lawyer pure and simple, and
his judgments are massive contribute
ions to the Koglish and Scottish law
administered in the House of Lords
and to the varied systems which flod
their ultimate expression in the Privy
Council. Robertson's was a brilliant
and acute mind applying itseif for the
time being to law. Robertson may,
without exaggeration, be described as
2 unique personality, always inoterest.
ing whep be gave a judgment. The
language was usually choice, and con
densed, with an epigram here and
there, and it was obviously formed
from personal reflection, and not a
mere echo of a colleague or an auth-
ority, and it was somwetimes told in
the expression of dissent. There was
none of the lawyer’s jargon, such as
“I am strongly disposed to think,”
or “The inclination of my opinion is.”
As a politician he was especially in-
teresting aud even piquant. The role
of candid friend and critic of 2 man's
own party is a difficult one, and it can
be said of Liord Robertson that he
played the part with success. In the
Hoase of Lords he never feared to
stand alone, as in some ooteworthy
divisions he did stand alone. Qaqe
instance was in the case of Waller v+,
Lane, above referred to. Another was
the workmen's compensation appeal
of Brintons vs. Turvey, in which he
refused to admit that 2 man who died
of antbrax coniracted, sccording ¢
the accepted scientific theory, by fhe
slighting on the ege of an anthray
bacillus, died from an * accident”
within the meaning of the Workman's
Compensation Act 1897.

The late Law Lord’s most remark
able judicial achievement, “however,
was bis speech in the ‘great Scottish
gecleyiastical gontroyersy ~degided in
1904. It was a masterpiece of tren-
chant and uncompromising logic.
“ The Church,” he says, meaning the
old Free Ohurch, who were the ap-
pellants, * thus set up was endowed
hy the liberality of its members with
e propgity now in dispyte.  Two
competitors now claim it. Of theres
